The Contract and the New Tonder Con- |
trasted.

PHE TEXT OF MR, BLAKE'S COMPREIEN-
SIVE AMENDMENT,

Subjoined is the text of lion, Mr. |
Blake's comprehensive amendment to |
the government contract with the St
Paul syndicate, moved at the conclusion [
of his great speech last week. It was)
seconded by Mr. (len, [t sbould be |
read carefully by every elector in the
land :-—

‘That the said resolutions be net now read
a seeond time, but that it be resolved, ‘That
the late government invited tenders for the
construetion and working of the Canadian
Pacitie raitway under the aet of 1371 that no
tenders were received in answer to those in_
vitations: that the poliey of the present
wovernment, approved by this house in the
sossion of 1370, was to obtain imperial aid
towands the work: that the peliey of the
present government, approved by this house
in (he session of 1880, was to construet the
railway as n government work: that it ap
pears that during the vecess the govera-
ment determined to attempt to make a cons
tenet for the construetion and working of
the railway on wholly new conditions: that
the Canadian Paeifie railway aet provides
that the works on any section or sub-section
of the railway shall not be given out to any
contractor oxeopt after tenders shall have
been obtained therefor: that the government
il not invite tenders on the basis of the said
new conditions, or at all: that such new cons
ditions were not made known by the gov-
crnment at any time prior to the making of
the contraet, nor until the night of the 10th
December last, when the contract was
lnid on the table; that the said new cou-
ditione, not authorized orcontemplated
by the Canadian Pacilte railway act are
of the most vital importance, and
amongst the same are the following:

1. By the act no power is given to the
government to agree with the contract-
ors to construet for the benetit of the
contractors sections of the work to be
handed over to the contractors. By the
conteact the government binds itself to
complete the unfinished scctions, to be-
ginand tinish the heaviest section now
unlet, and to hand over to the contract-
oms for their own benefit the works, in-
cluding these now in operation, and
comprising over 700 miles of railway, of
which the Pembina bLranch alone is
yielding nearly 270,000 a year net re-
venue.

2. Ry the act the cash expenditure of
the government as principal money to
be paid to the contractors is to be X10,.
000 mile, or about 827,000,000 for the
whole line, apart from the cost of sur-
veye, which might or might not form
part thereof. 1y the contraect the cash
expenditure of the government as priun-
cipal money, of which the contractors
receive the venefit, is to be, in cash and
works to be handed over to the con-
tractors, nt least 833,000,000, apart from
the cost of surveys, which does not form
part thereof.

3. Ry the act the land grant is to be
tnken, xo far as obtainable, aloug or in
the immediate vicinity of the whole
line of railway to the Pacilie ocean, and
ie to be of 'fair average quality,” thus
embracing & large portion of land not
fit for settlement, 13y the contvact the
Iand i all to be taken in the north-west
territories, hotween Sclkirk and Jasper
lonse, and is not to. include any tand
not. Taivly fit for settlement.

1. Ity the aet the land not to be found
near the railway iz to be appropriated
at other places to be determined bv the
government, By the contract the con-
teactors are given large powers of
selection of the land,

5 1y the act the government isto
have control of thesales of two-thirdsof
the land grant. By the contract this
power is taken away.

8. Ny the act the subsidy and land
grant are to be pavable in proportion to
the value of the work done as compared
with the estimated value of the whole
work contracted for. . By the coutract
the subsidy and land grant are to be
pavable in amounts wholly dispropor.
tionate on the prairie section, which is
the casiest and most profitable, and is
intended to be earliest completed.

7. Under the act the property and
capital stock of the company remains
liable to Dominion, provincial and
municipal taxation, By the contract
snch property and.capital stock are per.
petually exempted from taxation by the
Dominion, new provinces, or munici-
palities therein,

3. Unaer the act the land grant of the
company remains subject to taxation,
Ry the contract the land grant isex-
emipted from the Dominion, vineial
and municipal taxation before men-
tioned until sold or oecnpied, for twen-
ty yeare from the aate of the grant.

"0, Under the act all the materials ré.
quired hy the contractors remain sub-.
joct to import duties. By the contract
s laree part of such materials is ex:
empted from import duties,

10. Under the act parliament and any
new provinces are in no wise hindered
trom authorizing the construction of
other railways ae the public interest
may uire. By the contract it is
agreed that pavliament and any new
provinees <hall not for twoenty years au.

accepted and the charter granted the
million of dollars to be deposited with
the government as secwrity for con-
struetion will be deposited as proposed
by the tender; that it is not in thg;xuh-
lic interest that the coutraet according
to the terms of which the $25,000,000
and 23,000,000 acres ot land aréproposed
to be granted shonld be legalized.
