In Acton, the funding will b
e used

t. 

and in Georgetown, it w
ill go toward 

building a new 75-space parking lot 

on Edith St. and upgrade the park-

ing lots on Draper and Back Sts.

The money comes from the Com-

munity Adjustment Fund through 

Canada’s Economic Action Plan, 

the federal government’s two-year-

plan to help the Canadian economy 

through the global recession.

“These investments will n
ot only 

help create local jobs in Acton and 

Georgetown, they will a
lso help re-

vitalize the historic commercial dis-

tricts of these two vibrant communi-

ties,” said Chong.

“The Town worked closely with 

the Acton and Georgetown BIAs on 

this funding application and we are 

very pleased that this funding ap-

plication has been approved,” said 

Halton Hills Mayor Rick Bonnette. 

“These two projects support over 

200 businesses in the Town of Hal-

ton Hills, the Town’s Shop Local 

program and the goals of both the 

Acton and Georgetown BIAs. The 

upgrades to parking are very impor-

tant fo
r th

e vibrancy of any down-

town area.”

The parking improvements are 

to begin shortly and expected to be 

completed by the end of the year.

Region reviewing 

road standards 

for rural cyclists

While planners across Hal-

ton’s four communities try to 

fi gure out ways to get residents 

out of their cars and onto their 

feet or a bike seat, Regional 

offi cials have a different prob-

lem in the rural areas— how to 

safely accommodate the num-

ber of cyclists spinning along 

country backroads.

“I am concerned about the 

safety of curb lanes (for cy-

clists) on Regional roads,” 

Mitch Zamojc, Halton’s Works 

Commissioner, admitted last 

week. 
Currently, most Regional 

roads in the rural area have 

just over a half-metre of paved 

shoulder. However, those are 

too narrow and not meant to 

be designated cycling areas, 

according to the Region’s 2004 

Cycling and Pedestrian Infra-

structure Plan. The only alter-

native for many cyclists has 

been to ride within the actual 

lane along with vehicle traffi c.

“Hugging the curb and 

keeping out of the way of auto-

mobiles is a dangerous cycling 

strategy,” the plan noted.

Since that plan was re-

leased, Halton has had a pol-

icy to pave one metre of the 

shoulder on rural Regional 

roads when it comes time to 

upgrade them, the purpose be-

ing to give cyclists a place to 

ride and to keep maintenance 

costs down.

However, Zamojc, who took 

over as commissioner in 2008, 

said he’s concerned that shoul-

der width might not be enough 

to satisfy safety concerns.

“Maybe it (the paved shoul-

der) has to be a metre and a 

half, or two metres, or maybe  

(the line) has to be painted 

more broadly,” he said. 

The Region is currently in 

the midst of reviewing cycling 

infrastructure on Regional 

roads as it develops its new 

transportation master plan. 

The plan will lay out more 

than $2 billion in roads proj-

ects over the next two decades 

as well as devising a strategy 

to increase the amount of Hal-

ton residents using both tran-

sit and “active transportation” 

like walking or cycling to get
