Halton Hills Fire Department Haz-
ardous Materials team contained the
leak to the immediate area, which was
cleaned up by Accuworx from Bramp-
ton.

Councillor Jane Fogal suggested this
could be an issue for Somerville, who
serves as the third vice-president on
the board of the Federation of Cana-
dian Municipalities (FCM).

“Already on it,” Somerville replied,
adding FCM has requested a meeting
with MP Lisa Raitt of Milton, the inis-
ter in charge of Canada Post to discuss
it, especially its impact on seniors, ac-
cessibility and northern remote com-
munities.
