He explained Monday morning  for ex-
ample, “we started out with our sidewalk 
machines at approximately 3:30 a.m., but 
at the same time we have our snowplows 
out cleaning all of the roads.”

He said the 
sidewalk ma-
chines clear 
an intersec-
tion and then 
the snowplows 
come by and 
push a windrow 
of snow in front 
of the sidewalk 
again.

“This hap-
pens every 
event, so it is 
necessary for 
us to keep going back over and over and 
over the sidewalks to get them cleared,” 
said Spear.

“Some occasions like the +25 cm event 

last Sunday into Monday we had to put 
snow blowers on the sidewalk machines 
just to clear enough room along the side-
walks, so we could return with the push 
blades afterward to try and clear them 
closer to the concrete,” said Spear.

Spear added sometimes they have the 
opportunity to 
use backhoes 
and/or load-
ers with dump 
trucks to com-
pletely remove 
the snow from 
the intersec-
tions.

“ U n f o r t u -
nately we can’t 
do this with 
the loaders 
and backhoes 
very often as 

staff are usually returning to plow rural 
roads and or drifted areas, fill potholes, 
tree maintenance, or a multitude of other 
jobs,” said Spear.
