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The driver of a grey Nissan Rogue is in hos-
pital with life-threatening injuries after the
vehicle was struck by a dump truck at the
intersection of Bronte Road and Westoak Trails
Boulevard, Thursday.

Police said the incident took place shortly
after noon hour when a collision occurred
between a southbound dump truck on Bronte
Road and a westbound Nissan on Westoak
Trails Boulevard that was turning south onto
Bronte Road.

The force of the impact left both vehicles
more than 100 yards from intersection.

Oakville firefighters extricated the Nissan
driver from the crushed remains of her car.

She was rushed to Oakville-Trafalgar
Memorial Hospital with life-threatening
injuries. The driver of the dump truck was not
injured.

The Halton Regional Police Service
Collision Reconstruction Unit is investigating.

No charges have been laid at this time.
