Beach Time in Fort Myers, Florida
On The Beaches of Fort Myers and Sanibel, nature runs her

sandy white course; each beach is unspoiled, with a different

atmosphere, view and sand to offer. Lighthouse Park Beach:
Nature lovers will not be disappointed with a trip to Lighthouse

Park Beach. This tree-lined beach lies on Sanibel Island’s

southern tip, providing plenty of shade and spectacular views

of the gulf.
