
Skate Oakville will send four skaters in three 
disciplines to the Skate Ontario STARSkate 
provincial championships March 15-16 in 
Wellington.

The pre-juvenile dance team 
of Shelby Sondej and Keith 
Dinda, pre-juvenile under-11 
men’s skater Eugene Zhang and 
pre-juvenile U14 women’s skater 
Natasha Beaudoin earned trips 
to provincials by winning med-
als at the recent Central Ontario 
STARSkate sectional champion-
ships in Brampton.

The four-skater contingent 
is Skate Oakville’s largest group 
in recent memory to qualify for 
provincials.

Sondej, 10, and Dinda, 9, 
posted new personal-best scores 
at sectionals to win silver. The 
duo, under the instruction of 
Skate Oakville competitive 
dance director Mark Bradshaw 
and his team of coaches, is competing in its 
debut season at the pre-juvenile level and its 
third season together overall.

Zhang also earned a personal-best score 

at sectionals, earning a bronze in freeskate. 
Zhang, in his first year at the pre-juvenile 
level, is coached by Kathy Zhakos.

Beaudoin earned silver in 
Brampton, adding to a bronze 
medal she earned at a competi-
tion earlier this season. She is 
coached by Peggy Ward.

Also earning medals at sec-
tionals were the juvenile dance 
teams of Celine Dubroy-McAr-
dle and Timuray Gokdemir 
(silver) and Kaitlyn Chubb 
and Alexander Moses (bronze). 
Both Bradshaw-coached teams 
set personal bests at the event, 
which was not a qualifier for 
provincials.

Taylor Mackey (fourth, pre-
juvenile U14), Julianne Li 
(fifth, juvenile U11), Elisa Guil-
iani (fourth, pre-preliminary 
STARSkate Flight 4), Timuray 
Gokdemir (fifth, junior bronze 

STARSkate), Heather Martin (fourth, gold 
STARSkate) and Samantha Heard (fifth, gold 
STARSkate) were Skate Oakville’s other top-
five finishers in Brampton.

Li recently represented Skate Oakville at 
the Ontario Winter Games in Orillia, finish-
ing ninth in the juvenile U11 women’s divi-
sion. Li, coached by Lee Varteressian and 
Skate Oakville competitive director Michelle 

Leigh, clinched a spot at the Games by finish-
ing third at a qualifier in November.
