SHIP'S BELL FOR THE KXING.

It Bears the Legend, ‘‘Prince
Wales, 1740.”

When the English schooner Attrac-
tor, Captain W. Scott, arrived In
Jersey City recently with a cargo of
cocoanuts from Kingston, Jamaica,
the Captain ULrought {from . the
tropics an interesting tale of recov-
ered treasure and showed to persons
who wvisited the ship a brass bell
bearing the inseription “‘Prince  of
Wales, 1740,'" which is to be sent to
King Edward VII. of England. The
bell, which, judging from its size and
shape, was forpmierly a ship’s bell,
formed part of the treasure recover-
ed from the deep.

“Close on to five weeks ago we
anchored in the harbor of Kingston,’
said Captain Scott, ‘“‘and learned
that two  fishermen who had been
fishing from a reel a few miles from
Kirmgston had made an important
discovery. This spot, generally as
