cup sugar, 1 cup milk, 1 egg, well
beaten, 2 cups flour, 1'.t, teaspoon

gether sugar, flour, baking pow-
der and salt: add melted shorten-
i»g, mixed together. Combine
the dry and liquid ingredients.
illix well. Bake in moderate oven
i» muffin tins 20 minutes. Cover
with jelly meringue.

Royal Corn illuffins
Sift together one pint each of

corn meal and flour, a tablespoon
of sugar a teaspoon of salt, and
three teaspoons of baking pow-
der. Beat in two eggs and a pint
of milk, mix smooth, and pour
into cold buttered muffin pans,
filling them three quarters ful).
Bake fifteen minutes in a hot
oven. A half cup of chopped
berries may be added, in season,
to these muffins, or chopped
dates, raisins, or stewed prunes,
in winter, added are very appe-
tizing.
