J. GRAFTON, 20 YEARS
IN LIGHTHOUSE SERVICE

Thomas Grafton, keeper of the
Point Atkinson lighthouse, ent-
ered the service twenty years
ago last Monday, April 1st. He
has been in charge at Point At-
kinson for a number of years.

The first lighthouse, a wooden
structure, was replaced in 1912
by the present one, which is
built of concrete, and has a tow-
er rising 130 feet above high
water mark. The light is derived
from coal oil vaporised under
high pressure, and the prism or
cone, rendered incandescent by
the oil, is only a few inches
long, although its flashes can be
seen for miles. The smoothness
of operation is due to the fact
that it is floating in a body of
mercury weighing 300 lbs,

Should moths get into a piano
the best means of destroying
them is to make up a mixture
of turpentine, benzoline, and oil
cf lavender,and squirt this inside
the instrument, by means of a
scent spray or by any small
syringe.
