To these Regiments in Lower Canada, some Captains and Subalterns,

selecteil from the passed pupils of the Military School, have been appointed

under the General Order of the 20th December, 1864.

The total number of Militia men in Lower Canada, as returned on the

Country Rolls for 1864, are, 1st Class, 43,746 ; 2nd Class, 77,627; Reserve

men, 33,701; total, 154,674.
