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INTRODUCTION.

Yielding to a general demand foran Alpena Directory, the publication
of this, the first volume of the work, was undertsken. It was done
with the belief thut the service would be uppreciated, and would reflect
credit on the city as well as on the publishers. The information hus
been collected and compiled by thoroughly competent persons, although
more than ordinary difficulties have been encountered, chiefly from the
fact that the city is unnumbered, and, in the outskirts, the pames of the
streets are, in many cases, not knowp to the residents on them. snd
houses are ficquently so situated us to make it almost impossible 1o
locate them sccurately, at the same time the publishers buve in no sense
relaxed tbeir efforts or spared expense to make it come up to their
promise and the public expectation. The plan of the work divides the
information contained in the book into four parts, the first 100 pages
are devoted to a description of the city, miscellaneous information, em-
bracing a street guide, city and county officers, church directory,
list of secret societies, steamboat lines, and mavy other useful
items. From page 101 to 826 will be found the alphabetical list of resi-
dents in the city; this is follbwed by the names of those living in other
parts of the county, and the whole is supplemented by a complete clas-
sified business directory containing the names and addresses of all per-
sons engaged in business or the professiouns, arrunged under the head-
ings to which such business entitles them. \s an uddendum, a classi-
fied ‘list of firms located in other cities who are subseribers to the work
will be found. "

The portion of the work devoted to the city of Alpens coutains 8,568
individual names, and this, using a multiple of 8, which is lower than
that usually taken by directory publishers, gives » population of 10,704:
the county portion contains 779 numes, equal, by using the same mul
tiple, to 2,887 inhabitants, makiog for the city and county s combined

_ population of 13.041. As the U. 5. census. taken in 1880, gave the

entire county 8,78V inbabituots, it will be seen that the proportion of
increase during the past three years hus becn nearly 50 per cent; a
better showing, it is thought, than can be mude by any other county
in the state.

MISCELLANEOUS DEPARTMENT.

Alpena, theg judicial seat of county of same
name, which, bordering on Lake Huron and Thunder
Bay, in the northeastern division of the State of
Michigan, comprises an area of 580 square miles. The
surface of the county, which is nearly level, is inter-
spersed with large forests; the manufacture of lum-
ber is the principal interest.  The county is divided
into the townships of Alpena, Long Rapids, Ossin-
cke, Maple Ridge, Wilson and Green, and borders on
Montmorency, Presque Isle, Aleona and Oscoda
counties, The city, which ix situated in north lati-
tude 45, and longitude %3715 west of Greenwich,
is distaut, by navigable route, from Detroit, 250
miles, from Bay City 120, from lHarrisville 30, from
Au Sable 50, from Mackinac 120, from the
Bault de Ste. Marie 220, from Buffalo 500, and
from New York 940,  Before entering fully into a
description of the city of Alpena, ax it now ix, it may
perhaps not be amiss Lo take a retrospective view of
the past 40 vears, going back ax far as 1840, when the
county, which at that time formed a portion of Mack-

inaw, was first laid out. In 1853 it was attached to
3
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Cheboygan, and four years later was organized as .a
separate county. The first attempt to locate here
was made in 1836 by Jonathan Birch, who, having
found that there were excellent facilities for bnilding
a dam at the Rapids, commenced getting out lumber
preparatory to erecting a saw-mill; he was not, how-
ever, allowed to put his design into exceution, as the
Indians, who were opposed to allowing any improve-

ments to be made, forced him to abandon his pur-

pose. It was not until 1856 that any permanent
location was made here, when Messrs. Fletcber, J. 8,
Minor, J. K. Lockwood, E. A. Breckenridge, Oldfield
and Daniel Carter, commenced a survey of the vil-
lage, which was then called Fremont, commencing on
what is now known as River strect. Shortly after
this the name of the place was changed to Alpena,
and it has remained so ever since.  In 1804, the total
number of inhabitants was 674, and the town, which
(was already beginning to assume a more civ-
ilized appearance, consisted of 2 mills, a hotel, a
few stores, 2 mill boarding houxex, and about a dozen
private dwellings on the north side of the river; and
4 mills, a court honse, 3 storex and some 20 or 30
dwellings on the south side.  The first lumbering was
commenced in November, 1858, and to Mr, E. K.
Potter belongs the honor of having scaled the first
log and measured the first cargo of lumher that ever
left Alpena.  In the spring of the following year, the
first steam mill wax erected, and it commenced opera-
tions in the fall, xinee which time so rapid has been
the advance made by this ¢ity ax a lumbering and
commercial centre that it wounld oceupy too much
sprtee Lo give a complete record of the progress of

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Alpena’s most important sindustry.  The following
reports for the years 1874, 1882, and for the first seven
months of 1883, xhow the almost phenomenal growth
of the city, and refleet the very highest eredit on the
energy, enterprixe and business ability which must
have been displayed by her citizens to raise herin a
few short years from a position of comparative in-
significance to the place she now holds as metropolin
of the Huron shore. In the compilation of the sub-
joined report, ax in the case of all the others, which
appear in this sketeh, great care hax heen taken to
insure acenracy.

Next in importance to the lumbering business in
Alpena come her fisheries.  Attention was first paid
to this most important branch of industry by Mr.
Paxton, who in 1856 engaged cxtensively in gill-net
fishing, since which time the business hasincreased so
rapidly that it now stands sceond only to the lumber-
ing interest in the city, and there are at the present
time 9 tugs and 25 sail boats in active operation.
The total shipment of fish from Alpena for the year
ending 1882 amounted to 2,868,000 pounds, while
that for the present year will probably be much
larger.

The principal fishing grounds are Sugar Island,
Round Island, Misery Point, Patridge Point, North
Point, Sulphur Island, and Ossincke, and the regular
fishing boats remain out there during the season,
run boats being employed to bring back each day’s
catch and to take ont the necessary stores and pro-

' visions to the fishermen on the islands,

The first mail arrived in Alpena on the eyening of
January 17th, 1838, and was an event of great import-
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ance to the settlers at that period. Tt wax carried
by Indians and half-breeds from Bay City to the
Sault, the course being around the shore, and the
train being drawn by dogs. © The mail arrived once a
week in winter, but in summer the only chanee
to get it was when any of the citizens went
down for a trip, when the postmaster would give
him an order for the mail. How changed all that
is now, when the only day on which there is no mail
from below is Monday.

The following statement will show, that in this, as
in every other department, every year adds to the
importance of the city: In 1882 the total number of
money orders issued was 3,812, for $58,450.76, against
3,038, for $41,800.48 in 1881, or a gain of #14,641.28;
for the year; the number of registered letters issued
in 1881 was 1,118; number in 1882, 1,269; gain over
preceding year, 151; réceipts for stamps, eﬁl,
$6,015.71; 1882, $7,048.55; gain, %1,032.84.

Perhaps the worst calamity which ever visited
Alpena was the great fire of July 12th, 1872, which
swept through the business part of the town, laying
waste in a few short hours 15 acres, and causing a loss

to the citizens of over #175,000. TInstead of heing

discouraged by this, the inhabitants seemed to have.

been stimulated to fresh exertions, and a few months
after the disaster, handsome brick blocks were erected
on the sites of the burnt frame buildings, This
fire had another good effect; the people com-
menced to a,itate the question of building water
works, and accordingly, in the fall of 1879, works on
the Holly system were erected, with a pumping
capacity, in case of necessity, of 3,000,000 gallons,
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two reserve pumps being kept in case of such an
emergency. The crib is placed in the bay, and the
wheel used is one of the largest in Michigan, and was
the first of its size ever constructed. It is contem-
plated increasing the capacity to 4,000,000 gallons
this fall, and with this intent.in view, several miles
of extra piping have already been laid. The concern
is managed by private individuals, and is not con-
trolled by the eity aughorities.

There are, in all, 94 fire plugs distributed
throughout the city, and thus, with the aid of its

scrious conflagration.

The fire was instrumental also in developing
the farming interests of the county, as many
who had lost their all by the ecalamity had no
heart to make a fresh start at their old
business, and turned their attention to e¢learing
and cultivating the land, and with such success that
they have now no desire to return to the city, as they
feel they are doing better by farming than they
could by resuming their fokmer occupations.  Among
the most important factors in the commercial pros-
perity of the eity must be mentioned Thunder Bay
River, for without this the lumbermen would he
obliged to haul all their logs to the mills, and conse-
quently the cut would be much less each year or the
expense very much greater, -

The city is lighted by the Brush Eleetric Light,
and it is in use on the streets and in most of the prin-
cipal stores and offices; it was first introduced in the
fall of 1880, and has rince entirely taken the place of
gas. The United States fish hatchery was located

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cfficient fire brigade, it ix rendered safe from any
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mvessels passing in or out constantly, must impress the
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here in 1882, and has proved wvery successful. It is
located on the corner of Water and State streets,
and cost %1,500. It is supplied with 200 glass jars,
each containing 200,000 eggs. The hatching is
effected by the constant movement of the water,
and the total number of young white fish shipped
from here this spring was 30,000,000. These were
planted in Thunder Bay and Lakes Michigan, ITuron
and Superior.

For several yeare the inhabitants have been agitat-
ing for a railroad, and it seems now as though at last
their wishes were about to be fulfilled, as the Alpena
and Bay City R. R. is being rapidly graded to thix
point, and grading is also going on from a point on
the Mackinaw division of the Michigan Central. It is
yuite probable that one if not both of these roads
will be completed to this point next year, and this
will give a still greater impetus to business, affording
a8 it will chances for more speedy and frequent inter-
course with the outer world, It will also lessen the

rates for transportation by inereasing competition,
and will thus in eve?y way materially aid in the
developmentof all the natural resources of the county.
Thunder Bay forms one of the best harbors on the shore,
and as the stranger approaches Alpena by water, the
view is one which, though it may disappoint the eager
searcher after the picturesque, yet shows to the man
of business mdications of Iif::, prosperity, and ener-
gy, and the singing of the saws ax they rip up the
logs, the rattle of the lumber trucks, noise of the
engines, and the numberless steamboats and sailing

practical mind most Favorably. There are now in the
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city 16 steam lumber and shingle mllln, 1 steam flour
and grist mill, and 1 saw-mill operated by power
obtained from the river. TI'wo firms are employed in
the wholexale fish husiness, buying the catch of all
the smaller fishermen on the coast, besides employing
the tugs and fishboats mentioned in an earlier portion
of the sketch, ‘There are in the city 10 church edi-
fices, representing the Catholic, Baptist, Methodist,
Episcopal, 2 German Lutheran, Polish Catholic, Nor-
wegian, Congregational, and Hebrew denominations,
and many of these buildings, notably the Catholic,
Methodist and Episcopal, are new and handsome.
Lodgex of the Masonic, Knights Templar, R. A, I. O.

minor trades and business occupations. The city ix
well provided with members of the learned profes-
sions, lawyers, physiciaus, dentists, architects, survey-
ors, ete. The press is represented by 3 weekly and
one monthly; the weeklies being the Alpena Pioneer,
published by A. C. Tefft; the Weekly Argus, J. C.Viall,

The city wax incorporated by act of Leglulal.uru
No. 249, and the same was approved March 29th,
1871, the corporation comprising the following terri-
tory:e The south-west quarter of section 13, the south
half of sections 14, 15 and 16, the whole of sections
21, 22 and 28, the west half of section 24, and frac-
tional sections 23, 26 and 27, in township 31, north
of range 8 east. It waxs divided into three wards,
the first and second being composed of all the land
on the south side of Thunder Bay River, and the
third all that on the north side of the river. The
dividing line between the first and second wards was
as follows: Commencing at a point in the centre of
Thunder Bay River opposite a line between lots 7 and
47, in block 8; thence along said line to Third street,
thence along the centre of Third street to Washing-
ton avenue, and west on xaid avenue to the centre of
Thunder Bay River. The city was entitled to eife
following officers, who were to be clected by the
people : Mayor, Comptroller, Recorder, ‘T'reasurer,
2 Aldermen from each ward, 3 Justices of the peace,
1 Supervisor from each ward, and 3 Constables. The
first @lection, which wax held on the first Monday of
April, 1871, resulted in the return of the following
officers

By no means the least of Alpena’s interests is its
mercantile business. The fact of its being the sup-
ply and distribution point for nearly all the north-
eastern counties bordering on Lake Huron, will of
itself explain its large trade. No city of its size in
the State transacts as much retail business during
the winter months, nor is this a matter of wurprise
when we reflect that nearly all small villages, lum-
ber and other camps, farming settlements, etc.,
between An Sable, 50 miles south, and Cheboygan,
80 miles porth, make this city their base of supplies
during the period when navigation is closed and
communication with the outer world is had only by
stage lines. Had apything been wanting to prove
conclusively the rapid growth of the city, surely the
fact that the population to-day considerably exceeds
10,500 must silence all detractors; and it must be
very gratifying to those public-spirited men-who
have spent some of the best years of their lives in
endeavoring to advance her interests, to see her
to-day recognized as the metropolis of Northeastern
Michigan, and to be able to look forward to as bright
and prosperous a future for their city ax could be
desired by her most ardent well-wishers, for surely
nuwhere can be found a happier combination of fer-
tile resources and undannted energy, which are the
mainsprings of success, than in this pleasant little
city of the lakes.
