As the greater number
confined therein are persons not suit-
ably clothed it can be easily imagined
the degree of cold they have had to ex-
perience during the sharp nights just
past, and in view of the ensuing winter
weather it is to be hoped the proper
authorities will supply the necessary
comforts. This action is more incum-
bent on the authorities from the fact
that the lock-up is merely a place of
confinement for parties awaiting ex-
amination, and persons incarcerated
may be found innocent of the charges
laid against them.
