Those who had re-
tired from the army or navy are being
reecalled. .\ general call is beinz made
for all to serve in the militia. A house
to house visitation is going on relative
to the number of men. servants. and
horses kept by householders, a larze
ouote of which must be parted with for
the public service. Snbstitutes on the
part of the former are not accepted.
Funds are rolling in on all sides for the
sick and wounded, peasants even con-
tributing their mite.

MORE MASSACRES.

A New York despaich says: “The
Porte's circular to its agents abroad
states that the Russians massacred one
thousand one hundred Mussulmans in
colil blood at Eski Zaghra, women and
children at Loftcha, pillaging Mussul-
man houses, and there and afterwards
devastating the surrounding regions.
