The see-
ond would bring out his unmarked
ballot, and there would thusbe as much
certainty that purchased votes were
duly delivered as under the old system
of open voring. It has been very plain-
ly insinuated in the House that certaia '
members seeured their eleetion by this
process. The third change is to pre-
vent a voter being under the eye. and
so the intluence. of any election agent
unless he is really illiterate. It mizht
be weil to deprive such personsot votes |
aitogether, or let them chance itasto
whether they voted right or wrong.
They would then have greater induce-
ments to learn to read.
