in the United States amounted in value
to SA.ZR325.000, or about in round
numbers, 34,250,000,000. They haa at
this time arrived at the greatest degree
of prosperity which they ever enjoved.
and from thenceforward there was a
steady decline. In 1376 the amount of
their maaufactured goods had rallen—
that is, in four years—to the extent of
¥732,000,000, the entire export of manu-
factured goods fiom the United States
in 1876 betng $60,500,000, as rear as pos-
sible two per cent. of the entire amount
of their total manufactures, showing
that they were utterly unable to com-
pete in foreign markets with any con-
