A CHAPTER OF MILL ACCIDENTS. —
Several accidents have occurred at the
saw mitii since our last issue. The first,
and by far the worst, took place on
Friday last, and is of a very sad char-
acter. Mr. Benjamin Ventress, who

charge of the lath mill, was en-
deavoring to nail a board under one of
the circular saws, whilst the saw was
running at full speed. It was a most
dangerous place in which to attempt
such a thing. How it happened even
Mr. Ventress can scarcely explain, but
b{ some means his left arm for a space
of time, so brief as to be absolutely in-
stantaneous, was tilted a trifle too
high and came in contact with the saw.
That instant the arm was severed at
the elbow joint and drop into the
saw dust. A\ cry was raised and Mr.
Ventress was extricated from his peril-
ous position. Some of the men, with
the readiness of resource and presence
ot mind bred by familiarity with mill
accidents, at once puta ligature around
the stump, and putting a bit of stick
into 1t twisted it sutficiently tight to
compress the artery and stop a great
dealof bleeding. Dr. Bonnell was sent
for, and speedily arrived, accompanied
by Dr. Lloyd. Chloroform was admin-
istered, and another amputation was
skilfully performed immediately above
the end of the stump. The e
sufferer is going on very well, and
there is a hope that the stump may re-
tain sutficient powers of motion to be
useful.
