TOWNSHIP SCHOUL BUOARDS.

ARGUMENTS FOR AND AGAINST THEIR
FORMATION.

The following circular has been issued
{ by the Minister of Edueation to county
| inspeetors. rural schoel trustees. and
! ratepayers in rural sci:ool seetions. on
| the subject of the formation of town-
ship boards for publie school pur-
poses:—

I. Among the improvements in onr
educational system advocated by D=
Ryerson in IS70), and carried into effect
by the legislation of 1571, was the giv-
ing of fagilities for the estabiishment '
! of township sehool hoards. In his re-

port of 1870 he zives an elaborate state-

ment of the reasons for further ex-

tending facilities for forming such
. boards. Subsecquent experience has

tully coufirmed their force: and in the
i swhool act of 1377 I introduced pro-
| visions to facilitate their formation and
working, and also for withdrawal and
reformation into sections in case the
board system should be found unsati-
| factory.

One provision of the act of 1877 is
that a- the anenal meeting in any year
of the school sections in a towaship
the question of forming a township
board may be submitted in each seetion
forthedecisionotthe mecting,and when-
ever, in any township, at any such an-

' nual meeting, two-thirds in number of
the school sections vo decide, the coun-
. cil of such townsbip shall thereupon !
. pass a by-law to abolish the division of
the township into sections, and estab-
lish a publie school board accordingiy.
! Inad this and other changes,
Dr. Ryersom observes that those
who have carefully studied the subject
of education in all its be;
and have

looked closely into the eduea-
| tional history and the progress and
| failures of other countries, know fuil
well that our school system would fall
behind that ot other countries, and be-
come stationary, uniess it embodied
within itself from time to time the
true elements of progress, and provide
fully on an efficient scale for the educa-
tional wants of the vouth of the coun-
try.

distriet. Dr. Fraser. of Manchester. in
his review of the American system in
his report of 1867, states ‘‘that the ori-

but that it creates a most powerfi!
impediment to the satisfactory and
eflieient working of the s¥stem.”

The reports of this department from
1888 to the preseat furnish abundant
evidence, not only of the disadvantas ==
of the section system, nut of its injur-
ious effeets, which could have no piace
under the township board.
