STORY OF DONNELLY VENGEANCE,

As stated in Tur Post last week the
boy Connore at the inquest identitied |
James Carroll, Thomas Ryder and
John Purtell as three of the men who
were in Donuelly’s house at the time of |
the butchery, and this was the gist of !
his evidence: .After describing how he |
happened to be at the ‘house on the |
eveniug in question, and how he went '
to bed with the old man, he explained |
how Lhe crowd of vigilants rushed iato »
the house and commenced to club the |
family, which was as follows: .-

“Then in a few minutes a whole ;
crowd jumped in with sticks and com-
menced hammering them. [ saw a |
spade with them. Tom ran out into
the front room and got outside. | saw
him ranning out; Bridget ran upstairs
and [ ran after her.  She shut the door
and [ ran down stairs again; [ ran into ;
the room and got under the bed behind |
a elothes basket.  The bed was abont
the height of the table from the tloor. |
there was no enrtains on the bed. They |
carried ‘Tom into the house again. T |

and heard the handeutls rattle on his |
hands. Then some one said, *‘Hit that
fellow with a spade and break his skull
open.’ - Then zome one hit him three or |
four whacks with the spade. When !
