Business and Produce.

The local market has been dull during the

comes in slowly, not being much in demand.
Prices for wheat are stationary. aud no changes

are to be noted. The difficulty of muking sales
of barley has had the effect of lowering prices,
and there has been a drop of Sc. per bushel from
last week....Fowl are in demand for Christmas
consumption and bring fair prices.

British Live Stock Market.

There has been a further depression in the
British cattle trade, especially in Liverpool,
which market our cable advices to-day, says
the Montreal Gazette of Tuesday, report almost

demoralized, at a decline of half a cent per .
as compared with a week ago, which is due to
the dull and inditferent demand and poor qual-
ity of the offerings. The receipts of Canadians
and Americans were larger than last week and
have reached a fair amount, while the suppiies
drawn from home and continental source<s. al-

though not heavy. have been more than ample.’

At Liverpool on Monday the market was de-
pressed. the demand being dull and very weak.
and the trade dragged along slowly ai the de-
cline. Last Monday the market was bad but
to-day it was considerably worse.
