land and Russia have found little comfort
in to-day’s developments.

ference at the foreign office, which kept
Downing-st. crowded with the carriages
of cabinet and military officials all the
afternoon. The ministers and army ex-
perts pored for hours over maps of Central
Aaind:,nd had lonﬁia.nd t:“ quy? courte-
ous debates regarding the respective posi-
tions of General Komaroff and General
Lumsden. Both these commanders are
now on soil which is claimed by Eogland
to belong to the Afghans and by Russia to
belong to the Turcomans. The situation
is ticklish, to say the least, and the poui-
tion of affsirs is not 1mproved by the fuct
that none of the officers in the fiela can
know the decision of cabinet councils
either in St. Petersburg or London until
manyv days after they have bcen reached.
All the tendency of political discussion in
London is to drive the British ministry
into a declaration of war. The latest
tory accusstion against Mr. Gladstone is
that he wilfully deceived the commons and
the country by the text and the manner of
his address in the house last week. His
words clearly conveyed che impression
that the written agreement with Russia
was an event of recent occurrence and
was in fact but a few hours old.
