TORONTO, Sept. 17, 1887.

members of conference have been hard at
work for most of twelve hours every day.

THE GENERAL SUPERINTENDENCY.

One subject which has occupied most of
{wo sessions was the general superintend-
ency. According to the basis of union
there must be one or more general super-
jntendents. The general conference con-
sidered the question in every particular,
Some waanted only one superintendent to
be appointed, others wanted two, and some
even would have elected three. The con-
ference ultimately agreed that two should
be elected, and accordingly the Rev. Dr.
Casman and Rev. Dr. Willlams were re-
elected general superintendents.

THE ITINERANCY,

Another question was that of the Itiner-
ancy. The committee’sreport recommend.
ed that the pastoral term should be extend-
ed to four years. The discussion was very
amimated and took up most of two ses-
sions, at the first of which it was decided
that the pastorai term should be extended
to four years, but as the majority in favor
of this extension was small it was recon-
sidered 'at the session, and after a lengthy
discussion the conference resolved that
there should be no change in the length
of the pastorsl term, and therefore thyee
years will still be the utmost limit ot the
term of the Methodist ministers in their
respective circuits.

FRIENDLY GREETINGS.

The Methodist church has always claim-

ed to be the friends of all and the enemies

of none, hence during the sessions of the
genersl conference a letter of greeting was
sent from the conference to the provincial
synod of the Anglican church, which was
cordially received and an answer sent to
the conference couched in the most friend-
ly aud Christian terms.

AN ADDRESS TO THE QUEEN.

At su early session of the conference Dr.

Withrow intimated that this was the

fiftieth yesr of her majesty Queen Victo-

ria’s reiguo, that an humble address should
be prepared aud sent to her msjesty con-
gratulating her on the fact that this is her
majesty’s jubilee reigp and aseure her of
our loysity to her majesty’s person and our

ers for her mai'euv’s future
mprmeﬂty. The conference was 80
pleased with the intimation that the na

tionsl apthem was sung with grest ear:
nestuess.
THE EDUCATIONAL QUESTION.

The subject of education has necessarily
occupled much attention from the confer-
ence. This was unavoidable, both in con-
sequence of the importance of the subject
aad from the fact that the removal of Vic-

torta university to Toronte involyes the
expenditure of a great amount of money,
which can only be %rovlded by the most
herculesn efforts. The educatiomal com-
mittee recommended the conference to ap-
point the Rev. Dr. Potts to the office of
educstional secretary. There was but one
opinion in the conference respecting Dr.
Potte’ fitness for the office. He is the most
gopuln of all the Methodist ministers in

anads and has given many proofs of his
ardent loyalty both to Canads and to the
Methodist church, Tempting offers have
been made to him to go across the lines to
lucrative churches, but he has been proof
agsinst all such temptations and allure-
ments, Hedid not consent i y to
accept the appointment, but on the next
day, when his heart was wrung with sor-
row at the sudden death of his youngest
child, he sent a letter to the conference

Business and Produce.
A fair business in grain has set in, but
the market kas not opened in tbe usual

lively fall style. Buyers are hanging off,
and sellers do not kno~ what to do. Last
year a great deal of barley had been soid by
this time, with Leneficial effccts to business
financing; but this yesar owing to the few

sales and slow movemertalmost everybody
is ‘‘strapped.” There isa very large har-
vest ready as soon as the market opens ia
earnest, and the *‘ducats” should roll about
freely. Who will unlock the golden treas-
ury? The barley and wheat staudards ~vere
adopted some time ago in Toronte, but for
some reason have not been published and
have not been forwarded to local buyers,
though expected every day. ‘The large
ma‘:kets are quiet, with nothing special to
no -
British Live Stock Trade.

Contrary to what was hoped for, there
has been no improvement in the British
cattle trade. Values, however, have been
well sustained,with thegeneral tonesteady,
although dressed breef has declined during
the week. Receipts from Canada and the
United States have been light, but the
markets have been well suppiemented
with other cat'le. ' The Montreal Gazette’s
special cables Monday report a fair trade at
steady prices, all the principal markets
being practically unchanged. At Liverpool
Monday prime Canadian steers were at
11ic, fair to choice grades at lle, poor to
medium at 10c and icferior and bulls at 7ic
to 9c. A year ago at this date the market
was severely depressed. The sheep market
has remained unchanged. At Liverpool
best sheep were cabled at l3c, secondary
qualities at 11c to 12c, merinos at 10c to 11}c
and inferior and rams at Sc to Yic.

Montreal Live Stock Markets.

There has been a little liveliness in the
market for export cattle, reports the Gaz-
ette, under a better demand {rom exporters,
who bought with greater freedom. Al.
though the enguiry was brisker and offer
ings moderate prices were weaker and low-
er, a good business being done at 3;c to i}e
per lb. live weight, Ocean freights were
easy at about 5Us and insurance steady at
1% to 2} per cent. There was a -good de-
mand for butchers’ cattle and prices were
steady at 2ic to 3ic per lb, live weight. In
sheep a fair business was done but the de-
mand has not been so active as last week
and prices have ruled steady at 3ic to 4c
per lb. live weight. Hogs were active,
there being a good supply offered for which
there was a brisk demand at {;c to 5ic per
1b.
