Barron Elected b! About 300.

THE TEN PER-CENT. COMMIS-
SIONER REJECTED.

The Popular Verdict against Seilf-
seeking Members.

Great Rejoicingsv at Fenelon Falis.

Magnificent Procession Accompany-
- ing Mr, Barron to Lindsay.

The South Riding —Honors the North
for its Noble Victory.

Tke camprign in North Victoris, carried
on with remarkable vigor and activity by
Mr. Barron anc his friends, and with con.
siderable energy by Mr. Hector Cameron,
reauited in perhagps the grandest victcry in

the Domi:iicn. The resuit in so wide a con-
stituency was uncertaia, but Mr., Barron
was ever corfldent of success, and the ver-
dict Tueaday night ju~tified his confidence
in the electors of Nurth Victoria.

The excitement began at Fenelon PFalls
at once, when the small majority of 7 for
Cameron was known to be the result of the
village vote. The Cameron tories looked
glum; but the independent conaer-
vative seemed pleased at the result, while
the liberals with difficulty restrained their
euthusiasm. About 5.30 p.m. Mr. Barron
reached the village with the result from
Brown’s i Fenclon,and when it was known
ty be 2 of a liberal majority the rejoicing
began, for it was a fair indication cf what
was to follow. N:¢x: came the resuit from
the Scotch settlement. in Fenelon, 48 for
Barron; then the Cambray vote, 41 for Bar.

Nex:came
down the result f-cm tue Coboconk

Then came the associated press des-
patch: * Barron. (liberali. elected by
over 200;” and the cheering :nd excite.
ment fairly shcok the hall. A little later
the r«turns from Eldon came in, and when
it wzy found that the honest yeomanry of
Eldon had risen in the'r might for the right
aud <iven Mr.Barron amajority the excite-
ment kaew no bounds and a rush was made
for torches, a platform and chair, and Mr.
Barrou was berne upon t heshouldersof stal-
wart men arnd escorted through the village,
headed by the new biud of L.O.L. 998, In
the meantime a large piie had been prepared
for a bonfire, but two or three Cameron
tories in their frenzy and foolishness pulled
the box=s down apd for a time delayed the
bizze. Opposite the McArthur house the
p-oces-ion stuppel aond Mr. Barron ad
dressed the crowd for a few minures and
annouunced hi3 majority, as far as heard
from, of 234. Conducted back to the hall
M-. Barroa spoke again, thanking the rid-
fag forits victory, which indicated what
¢>ull be accomplished in & good cause
woen ‘‘cast-ironism” in politics was laid
aside and right allowed to prevail irrespec-
tive of partv. The rejoicing was kept up
uatil a late hour, wien taelarge and happy
gathiring broke up to meet next morning
at ten to drive in procession to Lindsay
and escort Mr. Barron to his home. A
little after 10 some fifty sleighs assembled
before the McArthur house and headed by
the band d-ove through the village aad
then on 10 Lindsay. It was a pretty sight
to see the narrow line of joyful sleighs
wending its way over the ice, and the sing-
ing of the bandsmen added enthusiasm to
the procession. About three miles out of
Lindsay the North riding sleighs were
joined by seventy-five or more from the
South riding, and the greetings and cheers
when South congratulated Norch ran up
the enthusiasm to its highest pitch. Many
ladies came out from Lindsay to show
their appreciation to the men of the North
for the honor they had done’” Mr. Barron
and their efforts in behalf of honest govern-
ment, and among the ladies was Mrs. Bar-
ron, who, with her two children, joined
Mr. Barron in his sleigh, wherein were
Mr. James Dickson, Mr. J. E. Gould, Mr.

Headed by the Lindsay
band the many sleighs, with flags flying
and horses decorated, droveon to Lindsay,
being joined on the way by others whose
feelings were in harmony with the victos.
The procession was the largest ever seen
in the town of Lindsay, being not less than
one mile and a half in length. On theway
through town many flags decorated the

houses, and the residents gathered outside

to join in the honor to the North Riding for
its grand victory for honest politics and
honest government. Driving straight to
Kent-st., the crowds lining either side. who
kept cheering as they saw the successful
candidate, the immense line of sleighs
drove through the town, the band playing
the while and adding greatly to the enthu-
siasm. Mr. Barron was kept continually
bowing acknowledgements of the Kindly
greetings and congratulations heaped upon
him from all sides, independent of party ;
and when the procession stopped in front
of the Benson house the crowd surged
round his sleigh as if he had a dozen hands
to use in hand-shaking.

From the window of the hotel Mr. Bar-
ron spoke a few words to the enthusiastic
crowd. He congratulated the liberal party
upon their victory in North Viectoria a
victory in securing which honest, indepen-
dent comservatives had joined with the
liberal party in the north. (Cheers), Or
ganization, hearty and willing work and a
good cause had won the day. and although
he thought there was a reform majority on
the Dominion list in North Victoria, yet
victory might not have crowned their
efforts had not many of his friends from
the conservative ranks given him notice.
able aid towards his large majority of over
280. His heart was too full to speak as he
wished to, and his used-up voice made it
as painful for them to listen as for him to
