PATAL EXPLOSION IN A MILL

Prrrssrre, Pa, Oect. 12.—At 345
this morning a terrible explosion wecur-
red at Zug «€Cou.'s miils, which was at-
tended with greatloss of life. The boil-
ers in the nail-miil exploded. ind that .
building and more than half of the roll-
ing-mill were demolished. A large
number of employees were at work. and
it is impossible to tell how manv are
buried in the rmins. The greatest ex-

citement prevails. The building caught :

gse, and it has not yet been extinguisi-
taken from the ruins. At the time of
the explosion there were cmployed in
the nailing Jdepartment 150 men and
boys. The expiosicn literally tore the
building to pieces. The roof was raised,
and in falling it {urtmnately rested '
the nail machines, enabling most of the
workmen to crawl out and cscape bDe-
fore the fire from the furnaces caught
the wreck. The following are, as near
as can be btained, the names of the
kiiled : —Thos. Murphy, Andréew Sulli-
van, firemen: Frank Kupps, Peter Ken-
drick, John and .Joseph Anderson, feed-
ers: two brothers named McCatferty,
and an unknown wman. Twenty-two
were injured. some fazaily.
Later.—The scenes on the vutside in
the vicinity of the works for a consider-
able distance were of the wildest and
most heart-rending character. The ews
of the explusion spread like wildfire
through the citv, and in a slort time
ple began to gather from all parts.
g?e)n, women, and children who had
relatives and friends in the establish-
ment rushed frantically forward, and a
seene of the wildest confusion followed.
The otfice of the works was improvised
into a temporary hospital, where the
dead and wounded were carried. A
large number . surgeons were promptly
on the ground, The causes which led
to this rrightful calamity are yetr cno:
veloped in mystery. The boilers were
in charge of a careful engineer. and had
been duly inspected before the works
resumed operations some fve weeks ago.
Frank Manous, Andrew Mangus. and
Lewis Shrank Lave died from their in-
juries, ind Prtrt ritin, John Hig-
gins, James K ank McCaderty.
