A NEW METAL.

The London ** Times” says:—A
compound motal, which promises t&

prove of comsiderable value in mechani~ {

cal construction, has recently been in-
troduced to public notice under the
name of manganess bronze. This metal
owes its origin to Mr. P. M.

who is the inventor of another

metal known as white brass, and is

by the White Brass Company, of Lom~
bard street, Southwark. It is produced
by mixing manganese in certain propor-
tions with molten bronze, the resalt of
which is a material of great tonghness
and possessing remarkable resistance to
tensional strain. The new alloy to be
advantageously used in a variety of cases
where gun-metal, bronze, and :
metal are ordinarily applied. In amol-

ten condition it is readily cast into any

required shape, and in this form it is

stated to exceed the best gun-metal in

strength and toughness by about fifty

per cent., and to be about equat :~

wronght iron of average «uality. It

| can also be forged or rolled at red heat

and drawn into tubes of wire, its
strength being increased to that of mild

| steel by this process, and its toughness
" being bronght nearly up to that of cop-

per. [t can also be made of various de-
grees of hardness. Samplas of this
metal were tried at the Royal (Gun Fac-
tories, Woolwich Arsenal, when No. 1
quality was found to have an ultimate
tenaile strength of 24.3 tons per square
inch, an elastic limit of fourten tons per
square inch, and to stretch nearly nine
per cent. of its length before breaking.
No. 2 quality, which is slightly harder
than No. 1, has a high elastic limit /¢

| nearly 17 tons per square inch, an ulti-

mate tensile strength of 23.6 tons per !
square inch, the elongation being 076
in two inches, although there was a
slight tlaw in the specimen. The speci-
mens were those of cast metal, and by
forging or rolling either quality at a
red heat they are stated to acquire a ten-

. sile strength of from twenty-nine to

thirty tons per square inch, and to

" atretch from twenty to thirty per cent.

Some samples of the metal were exhib-
ited at the recent meeting of the Iron
and Steel Institute.
