Jur Dublin correspondent stutes Uit
the statisties of [rish criwe. compiled by
Dr. Nelson Hancoek, the Government

tan in [reland, show that the
agrarian ontraces Jdeereased in ummber
dnring the cleven years from 1864 to
1875, and were fewer Ly seventy-se
in 1875 than in 1874 Dming the tirst
seven wonths of 1876, however, there
has been an increase to 139, as conzpared
with 82in the first seven months of IN75.
The agrarian ontrages are in many in
staneces of the nunor class, but the tresh
outbreak of this class of crime is <o far
an unsatisfactory indication. The gen-
oral condition of [reland as to crime i3
in no way alarming. The amount of
seriots erimye over the whole country has
diminished for tive years in suecession :
the number of crimes in 1875 is lessthan
in any year since 1864. The tables in .
reference to the Dublin Police district
record o startling exception to-these dc-
creases.  [n the City of Dublin crime is
seriontsly on the increase. While the
average for all [reland of iadietable
offences not Jdisposed of summarily |
twelve, crimes in the Dublin distric
reached 110 in the 10,000 of population
‘nd ot the 6,393 indictable orfences
lisposed of summarily in Ireland.
