They ui-
ready foel the pinch of finanetal adver-
sity.  Some enthusiasts have suggested
that people who have broken or super-
iluous articles of siiver should send them
to the mint to be coined : but mora pro-
saio minda are seriously Jdiscuseing the
necessity of raising another foreigu loan.
In the centres of Russian intelligence
there seoma to be a general conviction
that Russia must prepars for a second
CRMPAIRD.

Naturally, the dieasters in liulgara
are the theme of profound wonder, dis-
appointment, and anger. Noboly im-
agined that the Turks were so well
armed, so well led, so clearly a match
for the beat troops of Russia, evenin the
open tield. The war was becun with
the vague idea that, after some hard
tighting, the Turks would beg for peace.
or be driven baok to Constsatinoplo.

{ The linssians find that they have been

profoundly mistaken. The alarming
faot is that the military skill of Russwa
seems to have fallen off, although the
atmoaphere of her public lite is mili-
tary. She also shows a greater tend-
enoy than in past times to keep th:»
highest poats of command within the
narrow cirsle of the imperial family.
No such lault was committed in iier
qreat wara with Napoleon or in her
former contests with Tarkey. The
Prinoee have shown no capaeity be-
yond what might serve a general of bri-
gade in quiet times, and none of them

have given the slightest proofsot ability
. to handle great masees of men.

Nor 18
the worst part of the mischief suramed
up in their positive errors. By keeping
all the power in their own Lands, they
have, it wonld seem, stunted the growth
of such militery capacity as Rassia can
furnish.
