HIS MOTHER'S EXECUTIONER.

\ RUSNIAN ROY KILLS HIS MOTHER TO
AVENGE HIS FATHER'S HONOUR.

There is now occupying the Russian
criminal  tribunals a tragedy which
throws into the shade the gioomiest
imaginings of the old Greek playwrights.
It 18 the murder of a mother by her
son, a child of nine years old. The
story is one of the most appailing in
the whole annals of human crime, and
withal is it heart-touching as showing
the misdirection of a noble nature. For
the motive of the crime was honour,
and the son slew his mother that her
blood might wash out the stain her in-
tidulity had put upon her husband's
nameo. The case 18 a most remarkable
one.  There seems to be no evidence
of a wvicious disposition on the part
of the boy. On the contrary, he
cems to have had a loving heart,
and to have been tenderly attach-
ed to his dead father: but a cloud
came over his youny existence, when
his mother, forgetting her duty to the
living and the dJdead, contracted an
tllicit alliance with a zovernment eme
ployee. The woman scems to have
troubled herself Lttle ' conceal her
amonrs from her son. thinking that a
child of such tender yewrs would not be
Likely to oay any attention to her
actions. She d.es not seem to have !
ever snspected the precocious sensibility
ot her child.

The boy, however, very soon began
to snapect the trne relations existing |
between the stranger and his mother,
The functionary entered frequently be-
fore the child’s eyes and at unusual
hours.anto the house that had belonged
to the dead father. The child felt him-
self cruelly injured by the dishonour |

had remained enshrined in his young
heart like a sacred image. For a long
time he concealed his anger and his
shame : bnt one day his indignation
mastered him, and he resolved to make
an effort to win his mother from the
path of shame.

Throwing aside all fear, he reproved |
the widow for her infidelity to her dead

i husband, and besought her to return to
, her duty by respect to the memory of

the dead and out of respect to her son.

The mother treated these remonstrances

lightly, and burst ont laughing at the

child. Withont ever deigning to hear

him to the end, she advised him to

oeenpy himself with matters more ap- '
propriate to his age. Neveral times he
seoms to have renewed his exhortations,
always, however, meeting with the same
reception.

Foeling that 1t was useless to appeal
to the better nature of his mother, the
child conceived the horrible design of
washing ont in her blood the stain she
persisted n putting on his name, and
which he knew was no longer a secret
from the neighbours. Having once
made up his mind his thoughts became
whelly absorbed in plans for carrying
his vengeance into execution. Wher-
over ho went he carried with him this
idea of avenging the injured honour ot
his name. [n solitude he pondered

.over it, until it became in his eyes a

holy duty. Beside this child of nine
years taking upon his conscience the
responaibility of jndge and executioner,
thinking and planning befora taking
action, Hamlet tormented by visions
and simulating maduess is only capable
of - inspiring pity. The heart is
moved at the thought of the angnish
the child must have sutfered. First he
dug the grave. This was for his infant
hands a long and painful labour. When
he had everything prepared he resolved
to execute his terrible purpose.

One night, while his mother slept, he
armed himself with a hatchet and silent-
ly approached her bed. When his eyes
rested on the author of his being his
rosolution was shaken. He gazed on
the face he had long loved and respected.
The sight was too much for his childish
heart, and bursting into téars, he fell
on his knees before his mother’s bed.
There the meorning light found him
stretched v sinmber with the deadly
hatchet still clasped in his tiny hands.
When his mother rnse she was terribly
frightened at the sight. She awoke the
boy, who explained his presence by a
peasant fable, then tonk the oppor-
tunity to once more beseech his mother
to dismiss her lover and return to the
path of hononr. She, however, lost her
temper, and, ordering the child to
hold his tongne, dismssed him curtly. |

DARING ROBBERY IN BROAD
DAYLIGHT.

THE VAULT OF THE RECEIVER-GENERAL'S
OFFICE RELIEVED oF 312,600—THE
THIEVES ESCAPE.

One of the most daring robberies that
was perhaps ever planned in this city
was yesterday perpetrated in broad day-
light. The seene of the operation was
the office of the Assistant Receiver
General on Toronto street, the amount
stolen 312,600. \s probably many are
aware, the business of this Jepartment
of the public service is confined to
transactions with the banks, and with
those citizens who are depositors in the
Government savings bank. The desk
or counter of the savings bank account-
ant is to the left of the main entrance
from Toronto street, that of the teller
immediately to the right. The office of
Mr. Alex. Fraser, the assistant receiver |
general is situated behind or west of the
teller's counter, and nearly opposite the
vauit, in which the cash and notes are
kept. To the west of the vaultisadoor
leading into a hail from which egress is
obtained to the lane to the south of the
building. Near the vauit and facing
the Toronto sireet entrance, is a table
at which the messenger sits. so tkag it
will be seen that the place was appar-
ently well proteeted. [t often happens
that depositors at the savings sank
branch, wwhem making a
withdrawal, bring fricnds wi:l
who may oe totaily- unknown
ficials. With thiz explapat
lowiny aceount of the robb:. v w
better understood,

Avout haif-past twelve o'clock yi
day afternoon, the messenger having
left to take his dinner, Mr. Fraser. wiile
in his otfice, noticed a man standing
near the counter of the teller. Mr.
Fraser, on going to see what was want-
ed, founnd two men talking together. the
individnal he had first observed being
one of them. He was not able to catch
anyshing of the conversation, and he
accordingly stepped near them to hear
One ot the

anl said.
apon
which both left the otlice. Mr. Fraser,
retarned to his otfice, and resumed his
work. The messenger, shortly after
came 1, and was sent out again on
some business to one of the public banks
and was awayv probably haif an hour.

[o the meantime the two men returned,

but this time they walked straight into

Mr. Fraser's orlice and asked for that

gentleman. They then enquired wheth-

er Mr. Fraser owned certain property,
and stated they had been referred to
kim by Mr. Cotfin, the Receiver-Gen
eral at Uttawa, for ioformation. as to
the title. While they were engaging
his attention, a third man entered the
place, and took a position with his back
to the counter of the teller, at the same
time opening a newspaper and spread-
ine it out before his face. [t is sappos-
ed that the objeet of this manwuvre was
to prevent the teiler trom seeing the
Mr. Fraser managed to get rid
of his visitors after a few minutes con-
versatiou, an! the three men lett the
building together. Nothing turther oc-
curred (o excite comment until three
o'clock, when the teiler came tc halsnce
the accounts, when the astounding dis
covery was made that the sum of $12,-

600 had bevn abstracted from the safe.

About ten thousand dollars in two dol-

lar bills had been taken out of the treas-

ury for the purposes ot the teller, and
had been left in the vaait. There was
also about four thousand dellars worth
of one dollar notes, newly cut for count-
ing purposes, In addition to this there
was a bng of silver containing about
$200. Tlus was the only money in the
vaalt that was not locked.up. All the
two dollar bills were stolen, as also $2.-

400 of the one dollar bills, and the baeg

ot silver, makiog a total of 312,600. Of

the 31 notes many cau be traced, and it
may be weil to state that any Dominion

$1 bill, Toronto issae, from No. 595,001

to No. 506,060, if presented. must be

anlawfully in cireaiation.
