Mr. W. Grenville Murray writes as
follows in ** Belgravia " of the honor
whieh has just been conferred on Earl
LBeasonsfield : —

* How eagerly the privilege has been
gonghe it matter of history, Uor five
conturies it may alwost be said to have
been ‘the Iast intirmity of noble minds '
in I1ooland, and since 1603 in Seotland
too.
