States 189 societies and institutions un-
der the control of the Episcopal Church.
Of this number 87 are charitable, 88
educational, and 14 societies for publi-
cation of various works. Besides the
regular clergy. there are 786 lay-readers.

The Episcopal Church in Canada also .
shows wonderful growth. A little over

. eighty years ago Canada formed one

dincess of the Church of England, when
there was one bishop. There are now
fourteen, and ¢heir dioceses cover the |
whole of British America

This is the only Church (i. e., in
Canada) which reports an increase in |
the number of candidates for the minis-
try. In the neighboring republic of
Moxico there has been a noteworthy re-
vival. Many Romamsts have broken
loose from their Church, orgamized
parishes, gained possession of some im-
portant churches, established a semin- |
ary for training candidates for the min- |
istry, adopted a form of government
similar to that of the Episcopal Church,
olected three men to be bishops, are
compiling a liturgy, and awaiting the
consecration of their bishops by the
bishops of the Episcopal Church in the
United States. .

The Church of England now nnmbers
one hnndred and twenty-four bishops,
and 18 growing at a rapid rate.  One of |
the leading denominational papers in
this country recently made the state-
ment that in the las: forty years, not:
withstanding the outcry against the
Church of England on account of those
who had gone over to the Church of
R.me, there had been only about 1,800
lost, while those who had come into the
Eunglish Church from other denomina-
tions were in number about 18,000.

Since 1842 there have been created :
in England by the English Church 2,531
new parishes. In the past thirty years |
the Kpiscopalians of England have ex- |
pended in church bmlding of all de-
scription the enormous sum of about
$200,000,000.  As to the cause of edu-
cation the ‘* Wesleyan Watchman,” an !
Euglish Methodist paper, says: ‘* In
these columns it was always maintained :
that the position of the Churen of Eng-
land in regard to dayv-school education
was far too commanding and deeply
fonnded to be shaken by any develop-
ment of school-beard education. . . We
confess, however, that the scale of ang-
wentation and advapce in the day-
school system of the Church of England
has proved to be even greater than we
could have anticipated. . Itis an
amazing fact that the netincrease in the !
accommodations provided in the Church
of Eungland day-school during the past
seven vears has exceeded 800,000.”

When we add that the amount of vol-
untary contributions on behalf of day
schocls 1n the Chnrch of England has!
risen from £329,848 (abont $1,600.000) |
n 1870 to £820,084 (about $8,000,000)
in 1877, it will be seen how practical !
and how well snstained that enthusiasm
has been thronghout the period. At
the Lambegh Conference of last summer |
communications were received from |
Christians in Portugal who were seeking '
for a reformation of theirChurch on the |
model of the primitive Church. Com- |
munications were received also from |
the Old Catholic bishope in Germany |
and Switzerland. One English Church |
is new supporting several candidates !
who are ring for the ministry of |
the Old Catholic Church, and the fa- |
mons French preacher, Father Hya-:
cinthe, has placed himself under the
direction of the English bishops, who
will therefore hereafter direct the refor-
mation in France.—‘* Auburn Adver-
tiser.”

Itis
hoped that the disease will be ere long
extinguished in the United States and
the necessity for continuing the pro-
hibition rernoved.  Your attention will
be invited to an amendment of the Act
I bave just reterred to.

My Government has commenced
negotiations with her Majesty'sjsanction
for the development of the trade of .
Canada with France and Spain and
their respective colonies. [ hope to be
able to lay before you the resuit of
these negotiations during the present
session.

It is the purpose ot my Government
to press for the most vigorous pro-
secution of the CanadianfPacific railway
and to mest the reasonabls expecta-
tione of British Colnmbia. In carrving
out this intention dune regard must be
had to the financial posiion of the
countrv. Commnunieation by rail hus
been effected between Manitoba ani
the United States system of railways
by the junetion at St. Vincent of the
Pembina branch rt our railway with
the St. Paal aund Pacific railway. That
portion of the main line which exten2s |
from English River to Keewatin is now
being placed uonder countract and will
be energetically pushed to completion
in order to secure as rapidlv as possible ;
the connection hetween Lake Superior
and the great North-West.

A bill for the amendment and con-
volidation of the Acts relating to stamps
chall be submitted for your consider-
ation, as well as a measure amending
the Act relating to weights and meas-
uree.

The decennial census must be taken
in 1881. I think it expedient that a
measure for the purpose shonid be

during tbe present session in
order to give ample time for this pre-
paration of all the preliminary arrange-
ments and to ensure the census being
taken as accurately and inexpensively !
as possible. In connection with this
subject it may be weil to consider the
propriety of providinog some means for
the collection and collstion of vital,
eriminal, and general staiistics.

A bill will be laid before you for the
rearrangement of some of the depart-
ments of the Government, sud also
mesasures relatingto the swrvev and
mansgement of the Dominion lan's,
to the Monoted Police, and 10 the
Post Office department: and also for
the amendment in some particulars of
the law relating to Iodians.

A measure will also be sabmtted to
von tor the vesting in her Majesty fcr
the use of the Dominion of
eertaiv Ordnance and Admiralty lands

in the Provinees of Nova Secotia and

New Brunswick.
