lowanee. Do you call that boodle? Will
is be nsed in part to cerry North Vistoria
and other elections, or 1s it already used
in defending and paying ecsts, or loans
on Dr's. bills, ete? Having heard the
late M. P. of the House of Commons for
North Viotoria at Fenelon Falls state
that he wonld do bis best endeavors to get
the duty taken of sawn lumber going to
the United States, and we would be bet.
ter of with free trade with the States, the
Americans would invest their eapital in
Oanada, money would be plenty, wages
good, and good times generally. Whas
are the faots? The American duty on
eawn lumber is brought down to one
dollar per one thousaud fr.,and Dominion
export duty on pine logs is taken off; the
Amerioans are now supplying $heir own
mills in the United States with Oanadian
loge. The freight or cost of getting them
there is 90 cents to $1 per thousand teet,
the slabs will pay the cost. Oan Oana-
dian lambermen pay one dollar per M
duty and compete with the American
lumbermen that pays no daty? Through
that little of tree trade the Oapadian
mills have lost tne manufactare of large
quantities of lnmber in the Georgian Bay
country alone. The Algoma Pioneer re
ports the amount of pine logs that will
be cut in Algoma during the present sea
son and raft-c aoross to the States next
summer. The aggregate is 205 millions
of feet, viz., Spanish River lumber Co.,
Miohigan, 25 millions; W. W. Sagee, Bay
Oity, 25 millions; Emery lumber Co, Sagi-
naw, 40 millions; Saginaw Salt & Lam
ber Co., 15 millions; Howie. Saginaw, 25
millions; Oometock Bros., Alpena, 156
millions; Cheboggan Lamber Co., 15 mil-
lions, Bibley & Barrington, Saginaw, 25
millions; Gates & Smith, Bav Olty, 10
millions; total 206 millions. The labor-
ers are fed with Amerioan supplies,
they work with Amerioan tools, they are
paid their wages in United States terri-
tory, thus depriving Canada of any
benefit. At this rate how long will it be
before these grand piveries will be strip-
ped of their timber by the United States
millmen and Oanada will be left with a
thousand miles of pine stumps to remind
ber of the prodigal waste of one of the
richest territories in the world, threugh
free trade. The inhabitants of Ontario
must know what is being done with their
timber and what they are getting for it.
