But Mr, Beali goes
on and states, that the council and myself
were guilty of culpable negligence in handing
over the old system withuut receiving the
$10,000 of stock. This statement is sbsolute-
ly without foundation; the company at first
refused to give smything at sll for the old
works, but after a great deal of trouble we got
them to sgree to give $10 000 of stock. I
tried to get them to give an aiternativa cash
offer, but they declined No doubt the
officers of the company, believing we had go:
the best of them, and that they had agreed to
give soo much for tbe old works, made up
their minds to vulue the new works at an ex-
orbitant figure so as to get even wi'h the
town

I was not called upon to exanine ioto ana
investigate the affsire of the company, and if
| bad there wonid, no doubt, have been com-
plaints abous incurring law costs withoat
necessity. I do not suppose the oouncil
thought any more than a private individoal
wonld in baying stock, that the officers of
the compsny would cvmmit a frand, The
cleim on behalf of the town 1s that the officers
of the compsny improperly fsened $70.000 of
first mortgage bo ds which they tovk them
selves, together with $80 00D of stock, with
out giving the campavy value theretor, thus
rendering our $10 010 of stock practically
vaineless, This is what I say is a treud upon
the town and what the actiom 1s brought te
set meide.

claim a lien for $10 000 on the remaining

succeed against the bank and Moffett & Co.,
and have the $20,000 of bunds restored ro the
ocvmpany.

They can only take
proceedings to set the improper transaction
aside, aad if innocent purchasera get hold of
the bends or money they cannot be recovered
aoy more than a piivate party couid bouds
that were improperly deslt with by the party
having them ia charge. Now one would think
that betore making a churge of culpable neg-
ligence Mr. Beall wouid have 1uveetigated
matters instead of which he has never taken
the trouble to read the contract or the plead-
ings in she action so as to ascertain how
matters stood although the pubiic were
referred to the pleadings for full particulars
by the report of the waterworke committee,
I thivk, however, the public can safely take
the statements of such men as John Krnuedy,
Doocan Bay, George Crandeli and Richard

Board ot Trade.

The seventh annual meeting of the board
of trade was held in the board room on

Tuesday 13th inst., there being a good
attendance of members. The following is
a copy of the president’s address :—

The depressing financial wave which
appears from the most authentic reports,
to have swept the entire universe, has, I
am pleased to say rested more lightly upon
Canada than any other country under the
sun, and certainly with much less disas-
trous results than upon our neighbors to
the South of us. :

It is said that sometimes good comes out
of evil, and it is true that this period of
depression has proven conclusively, not
only to ourselves, but to the world at large
the soundness and solidity of all Canadian
financial institutions.

The theroughness and efficiency of our

|

banking system has had the effect of in-
ducing%oreign capatilists to lock for invest-
ments in Canada and of investigating the
resources of the country. Who can tellt
what influence these bulwarks of finance
and the increase in our commerce(as shown
by the Government reports) in times of
such universal depression, may have in
building up and increasing the population
of this Canada of ours.

In our own town of Lindsay, which is
largely supported by the surrounding coun-
try, and less perhaps than any other town
in Ontario of similar size and importance
by manufacturers; we are affected to some
extent by the dullness of trade and scarcity
of money; and yet what do we findt That
our own merchants and business men are
without exception fairly presperous and
suecessful, and the same may be said of
the farming community tributary to
Lindsay.

It is only a very few vears since the
farmers in this section depended entirely
upon the grain grown upon their farms,
and although there is no better land in
. Canada for growing grain than the County
of Victoria, we find a complete change in
the production of the farm, instead of
wheat, our farmers are raising stock and

wing coarse grains for feed. Clover seed
s an important itemn in the revenue of the
farmer; cheese factories are springing up
all over the country; these and other farm
industries throughout the Province go to
show the intelligence and foresight of the
Canadian agriculturist, thus instead of
being:raught with their barns full of wheat
and barley for which there is no demand,
they have instead fat cattle for the butcher,
milch cows for the dairy, coach and driving
horses for which there is an every day
demand.

The &romptness with which Canadians
adapt themsélves to circumstances will in-
variably prove a safe guard against trade
depressions to any alarming extent, and I
am firmly convinced that this is one of the
principal reasons why we in Canada have
averted so largely the great financial
cyclones of modern times.

The completion of this
railway would certainly be a great boon to

The farm
ing community should take a lively in-
terest in the construction of this road, as
it would give them increased facilities for
the moving of farm produce and the advan-
to gained by additional com-
petition.
1t is very gratifying indeed to note, not-
withstanding the prevailing depression in
tradé and commerce. throughout this
continent, that the town of Lindsay con-
tinues to increase in population and com-
merce; there is not a vacant store on Kent
street and I am credibly informed that the
supply of dwellings is not equal to the
demand, this in view of the fact that there
are a large number of dwellings erected
annually is encouraging and is a testimony
of its prosperity. I am pleased to see the
continued improvement in the market and
would recommend that a committee from
this board wait upon the town council with
a view of baving the market accommoda-
tion increased as the present premises are
inadequate for the purpose. .
The Sewerage of the town is still an un-
settled question, but as it is a necessary
adjunct to the waterworks it must eventu-
ally be carried out and more especially
through the densely populated districts.

Inland Waters.

The following is a copy of the petition to
the Honorable the Minister of Railways
and Canals, praying the government to
assume the entire control of the inland
waters in this section, adopted at the last
meeting of the county council.

To the Honorable the Minister of Railways
and Canals o/ the I vminion of Canada

The petition of the IIunicipal Council of
‘the Corporation of the County of Victoria,
humbly sheweth :—

1. Whereas the County of Victoria is in-

tersected by large inland lakes and rivers
forming an important portion of the Trent
Valley waters;
2. And whereas these are supplied partly
from the fertile lands of this county, but
chiefly from the granite regions of Hali-
burton and Muskoka on the height of land
to the north;

3. And whereas, formerly while forests
covered the said granite regions, and.lum-
berers operating there maintained dams
which, together, regulated the gradual
flow of water throughout the seasons ;and
pre*ented (1) flooding of the arable lands
in Spring, (2) scarcity of water for milling
and manufacturing purposes, and (3) in-
terference with the navigaticn in the
lower lakes in this county, yet now these
conditions are all changed. The forests
are largely exhausted leaving the country
bare so that melting snows and rains are
not held back by leaves and brushwood as
in early days; and the lumberers’ dams, no
longer of use to them. are not riaintained;

4. And whereas the lock at Rosedale is
not of the same size as those at Fenelon
Falls, Bobcaygeon, Lindsay or other points
along the Trent Valley waters, and as the
recent completion of the swing bridge at
Fenelon Falls has greatly extended the
water intercommunication in the county
of Victoria by permitting steamers to
enter Cameron Lake and Burnt River; but
owing to the small size of the aforesaid
Rosedale lcck between Canieron and Bal-
sam Lakes, the vast territory bordering
on Balsam Lake with its extensive bays,
and Gull River, including the townships
of Eldon, Bexley, Somerville and Laxton,
do not receive the full benefit of the im-
provements recently made;

5. And whereas the vessels of the large
fleet of steamers engaged on these inland
waters, giving employment to many men
in hauling large quantities of valuable
freight besides passengers, are many of
them so large as not to be able to pass
through the Rosedale lock, farmers and
dealers in timber, manufacturers and
millers, in the large territory above Cam-
eron Lake being thus denied the full bene
fits arising from the very necessary
improvements just completed at Fenelon
I“arls;

5. And whereas your petitioners are
aware that owing to the partial control
exercised by the government of the Pro-
vince of Ontario over a portion of the
navigable waters in question, a contflict of
authority has arisen which has had the
effect of preventing necessary and urgent
improvements being made;

?onr petitioners therefore pray, that tc
prevent these drawbacks and to facilitate
navigation, the regular running of the
mills and manufacturing establishments
along the entire route, and to prevent the
flooding of arable lands in Spring, your
government will consider the whole ques-
tion with a view to overcoming the diffi-
culties referred to and as a preliminary
step towards the accomplishment of the
desire of your petitioners your government
will assume full and complete control of
all the waters of and tributary to the
Trent Valley Canal system, including
Scugog Lake and Scugog River from Port
Perry through the town of Lindsay to
Lakefield.

That the Rosedale lock be enlarged to be
uniform in size with the other locks in the
system;

And that such further steps be taken
by yvour government as will ensure to your

titioners full and continuous benefits

om the use of the waters of the Trent
Valley system. :

And your petitioners as in duty bound
will ever pray.
