Perhaps never in the history of the last
fifty years has the world been atirred with
such exciting and absorbing topics of dis-
caseion as in the last two years. First
the Siam alarm, the Japo-China war, the
Armenian bungle, the Venezuelan ques-
tion, and now we are getting into trouble
with Emperor William of Germany.

That worthy has been famed for his
war-like tendencies, and has not been
training, reviewing, revising and exhort-
ing his soldiers to more efficiency and
comploteness for nothing. Having secured
all this, he now comes out with a saucy
and impertinent letter, insulting Englis"-
men, with the Transvaal troubles as a
pretext.

Another nation, except England, with
Germany against her, America unfriendly,
France doubtful, and even Italy com-
pelled by circumstances to hold aloof, and
with the Sultan and all the petty chiefs of

Africa comblned, with other principalities
zealous of their possessions and eager to
joiu in a general revolt, would tremble
and perhaps submit to the demands of
hostility But not so England. She has
not lost that old spirit of independence
and courage which was so characteristic ot
the Englishmen of old, and made her the
ruler of the waves. Any atempt to in-
fringe on English liberty, freedom or
territory, will but arouse that ever restless
spirit of old, and then—beware

Eogland is not afraid of any long
array of combined allies; she has stood up
to them before, without bringing st-in or
blemish on her arms, and she can do it
again. An Englishman summed up the
situation the other day when he said,
*““But by God, let them come on, we'll
fight them single handed.”

THE CRISI8 AT OTTAWA.

The resignation of seven Ministers of
the Crown at Jttawa has taken the conn-
try by surpriee, and has tor the moment
caused liberal coneervatives to question,
is there danger of disruption ?

The whole matter stands thus. When
Sir Mackenzie Bowell became Premier he
declined to accede to His Excellency’s
request and obtain the report of his col-
leagues as to who should lead them. He
informed His Excellency that if he were
commissioned to form a government he
would reply whecher or not he would
undertake it, but that His Excellency was
exceeding his prerogative in suggesting
that the colleagues should be consulted.
It was ther suggested that the opinion of
8ir Frank Smith should be asked. He
concurred in Mr. Bowell’s being the man,
His Excellency then commissioned Mr.
Bowell to form a cabinet.

It is stated that instead of then calling
his old colleagues together and consulting
them, that he took them in detail and
cbtained the capitutation of each in suc.
cession.

Thus, at the outset, Mr. Bowell lost, in
a measure, the confidence of his Ministers
and friends who were cognizant of the
circumstances.

Then, his extravagant utterances on the
Manitoba school question, far beyond
what the neceesity of the case demanded,
indicated great weakness and lack of man-
agement. He led his Ministers into an
extremely critical position regarding thas
vexed question.

There were other problems, too, which
showed plainly that the hand guiding the
helm was not strong enough for the vigor
of the liberal-conservative party.
