Never was the birth of an heir to the throne
awaited with greater anxiety, The Liber.
als, contident ot the progress of democracy,
await the event with smiles; but bitter
quarrels are fomenticg ameng the partisans
of the sister of the King and the enemies of
ther friend, Premier Canovas, Aud yet in
tihe monarchical ranks you can hear ounly
shuuts of joy. The courtiers caunot see
what is at their feet, They believe that the
birth of the child of the king will perman-
entI‘)‘- establish the Spanish monarchy,

The Spaniards will be charmed by the
majestic pomp that will attend the birth of
the cluld. The Spanish women, who regard
every son of their King as in a measure their
own child, will openly express their delight,
Fur the sake ot the royal baby, they will
pardon the Queen's Austrian hirth. But the
singular disdain which all the demoeratic
journals Lave shown for the absurdities of
court etiquette on this occasion shows the
little importance that they attach to the
birth of a s.n of Alphonso.

No efforts have been spared to vive to this
event a solemu aspeet.  Allthe old etiquette
is to be revived. The mother is forbidden
to purse her first baby. * They have com-
pelled this weman, when taken with the
tirst paing of child birth, to cunsent to re-
ceive ctrangers in her presence.
