Manitoulin Island.

Probably but very little is known
about Maunitoulin Islapd by the great
majority of onr readers; but—judging
from a letter written by a resident to
Mr. W. H. Drokeoshire, of Oscoda,
Michigan, who sent it to his cousin,
Mr., 8. Brokenshire, of this villaze,

from whom we have obtained it for
publication—the Island is worthy the !
attcntion of all dissatisfied with their |
present location and desirous of finding
new homes, It is a hundred miles long
by about thirty miles wide, already has |
a population of about 10,000, and con- |
tains eleven saw-mills, six grist mills, |
and all other places of business, The |
following is the letter referred to:—

Mavitowaniong, Oct'r 22u0d, 1881,

SIR :—

Yours of the 11th inst. to hand.
[n reply to your questions I beg to say
that about two-thirds of the land here
is good and about oue-third rocky or
stony, The range of rocks that rans
through Muskoka, Peterborough nad
Hastings does not strike the Island, on
which the rock is all limestone, The
timber on the Island is chiefly hard-
wood —maple, elm, birch, basswood, and
in some places there is cedar growing
through the hardwood ; it is chicfly ee-
dar on low lauds, and in some places
there are large tracts of pine ; then there
is a good deal of burnt land that has
very little timber on except small pap-
lars. The =oil is chiefly clay loam, and
generally brings splendid crops. The
climate is very healthful, and numbers
of people come here for thaggood of |
thetr health, and there is abuodaoce of |
splendid water. Government land is
50 cents per acre, two-fifths down and
the balanece in three years at six per
cent interest. The settiement duties
are to sottle on the land within® six
months from the time you purchase,
and clear at the rate of five agres in
three years for every kundred acres pur-
chased ; but the best of the Goveroment |
land is all taken up here now, and to |
get good land you would bave to go |
thirty miles back; but if a wan has a |
little capital he'can buy improved land |
Just now at from two to five dollars per |
acre, which pays better than clearing |
wild land. There are no free grants.

Winter in British Columbia,

British Columbia experienced its first
frost much earlier than usual this year.
Generally it comes during the last week
of Oetober, sometimes in the first week
of November, but this year it arrived
on the nizht of October 11th. At New
Westminster it was not remarkable for
its severity, but in the intérior the cold
was intense and lasting, A eorrespond-
ent at Clinton writes as follows to the
HMerald :—The frost sent the mercury
down to zero or thereabouts and the
snow laid from three to six inches oo
the ground. The graio crops were for
the most part out, with little or no pros-
peet of getting them in. The potato
crop (an unusually good one) will suf-
fer scverely, probably fully two-thirds
being destroyed by frost. The freizht-
ing interests have suffered about as se.
verely as the crops. The whole ox-team
force was, of course, brought to a sud-
den stand, as the oxeco could pot hold
their feet on the iey hills, There is
35,000 lba. of freight stuck at DBridge

Terrible Explosion,

: .
EIGHUT ROILERS TORN TO SHREDS AT
EAST SAGINAW—FOUR CANADIANS
KILLED,

East Sacivaw, Miech,, Nov. 13.—
At fifteen minutes befure five o'clock
this morning a battery of ten baoilers in
the brick beiler house attached to the
gaw mill and salt block of Hamilton,
MeClure & Co., six miles below this
city, exploded with an earthquuke foree,
scattering the buildings like chaff, and
causing immense destruction,  Eizht of
the boilers were torn into shreds, and
the picces flew in every dirvection, oung
boiler head dropping 900 fect away.,
Not a brick of the boiler house was lelt
standing upon the other, and the larce
brick chimney, 100 feet high, was cow-
pletely levelled to the ground. The
west end of the larze steam mill was
torn to picees, and the eotire structure
wreeked and demoralized. The larze
stenin dome was lited hizh in the air
and enme down on the opposite side of
the mill, and bricks, pieces of iron, and
timbers were thrown handreds of feet
away., Dricks and timbers were found
half a mile from the mill. The salt
block was badly wrecked by the explo-
sion, timbers and iron bdeing driven
through it, and a salt drill house two
hundred feet distant received a picee of
boiler that shattered the tower, and an-
other smashed in one side of the reof,
It is impossible to give an idea of the
tremendous foree of the explgzion and
the destruetion that followed. The boil-
ers were fired at night to supply steam
for the saw mill, and the firemen at
work were all killed, not one eseaping
to tell the story,  Michael Lebeau, head
fireman, who had charge of the boiler-
house, was covered in the debris, and
the body was dug out an hour after the
explosion oceurred. Doth leas were bro-
ken below the knee and the boldy was
badly bruised. Joseph Lebeau, brother
of the first mentioned, was found thirty
Meet distant with his right arm and’
shoulder broken, his abdomen ernshed
in, and his clothing torn off.  These
men were thirty-cight and twenty-three
years old respectively, and resided at
Milwaukee. "T'hey came from Montre-
al years ago, and have relatives in Can-
ada.  Irank Blanchard was blown ioto
the bay HOO fect distant, and hLis body
was not recovered uatil this afterncon,
The body was badly mangled. e was
a single man, twenty five years old, and
belonged to St Ounesime, Quacbee.
Charles Carpenter was found only « few
feet from Joe Lebeau, his elothing torn
off, and his body badly sealded and
burned.  Ife was a single man, twenty-
seven years ofd, and eame from Quebee.,
The damage by the explosion will reach
£25,000.  Low water is given as the
cause ol the disaster.

Blississippi River Beservoirs,

The plun of providinie reservoirs near
the headwaters of the Misstssippi river,
as a source of supply in seasons when
the river is at o low stnwe, has for a
leng time been in eontemplation. Tt is
now likely to be practically tested, Con-
eress in 1880 make an appropriation of
870,000 for a dam at Lake Winnebi-
goshish, and last spring made an ad-
ditional appropriation of $150,000 for
the same purpose. The enterprise was
halted for some months beeause Con-
gress failed to provide means for csti-
mating the amount of damaze to lands
that the overflow would eause ; but that
matter hias now been evereome by an
ordinary appraisement, and the work is
likely to go on, and the dam at Winne-
bigogish will be constructed at an carly
day. It is not expected that this one
structure will have any appreciable ef
fect upon the water in the Mississippi
river.  Dut it will solve certain prob-
lems in practieal epgincering, and the
extent to which it may b2 made to eon-
trol the water passing througzh it, will
be looked upon as a test of the efficiency
of the general system. If the work n-
bout to be constricted prove a suceess,
as there seems no good reason to doubt,
a few more years will bring the exten-
sion of the system over enouzh of the
territory near the river's souree to grad.
uate the amount of water in its chanoel,
and, with a eorresponding improvement
in the channel, assure the loug-wished-
for uavigation by large boats througl
the whole of the open scason,—Nurth-
