all classes, heard all the news, and learned
all the opinion that was curreat. But
the invention of printing gradually oper-
ated a change., The minetrels, who by
this time had lost their original and hon-
oraole appellation and were called
“‘crowders’ or ‘‘fiddlers,” were thrown
out of bread. They ceased by degrees to
be the favorites of the wealthy, and found
their only refuge among the poor and
illiterats, and became of scarcely more re-
pute than the mountebanks aud merry-
andrews of countr, fairs. An act of Par-
liament of the thirty-ninth year of Queen
Elizabeth classed them as ‘‘rogues, vaga-
bonds, and sturdy vagrants,” a legal defi-
nition which still appies in England to
strolling actors snd singers, and which
might, with a little stretching, be applied
to a prima donna on a provincial tour.
King Henry VI1IL., notwithstsnding the
cares of state, his love making, his wife
killing, and his quarrels with the Pope,
Cardinal Wolsey, and his great nobles,
found time to write songs, one of which
was entitled ‘*Pastime with Good Com-
pany.” Inamanuscript atill in existence,
and known to be of his reign, are two
songs, in pure though quaint Euoglish,
which may be quoted as among the earliest
Bongs 1emainiug in the language :
