(uring Corn Fodder.

When well cured, corn fodder that haa
been properly grown, is quite equal in value
to average hay. To secure the full Lutritive
value of corn fodder, it should be grown in
rows aviliciently wide apart to admit an
abundance of light and air. Light and airare
both necessary for the full development cof
the plant, and the production of starch, su-
gar and other nutritious conatituenta of the
stalk and leaf. The pale, yellow leaves and
stalks, that result from broad-cast sowing,
are o f little value, and when drled, become
harsh, brittle and tastelees, so that a horse
or cow rejecta such food with disdain, unless
starved into ea'ing it, Dut the dark-green,
well geown fodder, in sweet, tender, and aa
we have wald, is equal to hay for winter feed-
ing. To save the fodder in the best condi-
tion, it should he cut before frost has touched
it, or the tassel has dried. If it has been
grown for grain, the time to cut it is when
the kernel s glazed, but is yet soft enough
to be impressed by the thumb nml.  When
the crop has been grown for fodder alone,
we cut it before the bloszom has quite faded,
and when the ears upon it are half grown.
To care s luxuriant crop of fodder, weighing
while green, twenty tous per acre, is not an
easy matter, unless one goes the right way
about it. The stalks should be cut clese to
the surface of the ground, so as to leave us
stubble in the way of fitting the ground at
once for o crop « { rye. For thia purpoEc, we
find the old fahioned corn hock, made of a
piece « f an old s ythe, sttached to a short,
stout handle, to be the best and easiest tool.
A stout brush hook, at the end of a handle
four feet long, isalso an excellent implement
for cutting by band. But a resper may be
used, if it is driawn disgonally across the
rows, and the !nnd has been cultivated on
the level., Dut in whateser way the erop is
cut, it should lie on the ground for twenty-
four hours, to become thoroughly wilted, It
is then bound in small sheaves, weighing
about twenty-five pounds, which is n con-
vanient way to use it for feeding, and theso
sheaves are set up in shocks, and protected
from the rain, In this way the fodder will
cure perfectly well without molding, and
preserve ita color and s ~eetnees, until it 1s
resdy to be taken in, whea ‘he best way to
dispose of it is, to stack itin v, n barracks.

Stocking with Sheep for the Winter.

The season of antumuaal drouths and short
pusturage alwaya briogs lots of sheep upn
the market, which their owners conclude
not to winter, and that mav often be very
profitably bought. Sheep cf good constitn
tion, with good teeth, ard healthy, may be
safoly bought, if one has feed for them which
he wishea to convert into manure in the
easl st and cheapest way., For instance, a
large oat-grower has straw which will carry
quite & tlock through the season. 1f he buya
owes that have bad lambs this year, and has
them served early, by a long-wool or Down
ram ; though thin now, they will rapidly
pick up and probably give him one hundred
and twenty-five per cent. ¢f v uba. Of courae
such ewes will need some geain ; all the more
if wheat straw instoad of oat ia their princl-
pal fodder. We have known lamba to bring
in the spring double and tripl: what was
paid for the ewes, while the ewea wrre worth
fully as much sa they cost, and the manure
as much more. This is hardly the usual ex-
perience, but under advantageouns circum-
stances, the experiment is well worth try-
ing, recollecting that Octoher service biings
Fetruary lambas, which, if well pashed for-
ward, may be ia market by the first to the
middle nf May. Earlier service will, of
course, bricg earller lambs and greater pro-
fit.

Around the House.

Littla wonder that many farmers’ wives
woar out, grow prematurely old, or die young.
There is absolutely nothing attractive for
them to look at about the premises The
yard has never yet been properly graded,
and if mwowed at all, 1t is but once a year ;
generally the horses are turned in to graze
it down. Sprouts have come up frum the old
fruit trees, branches broken down by the
weight of frult or winls of former years are
hangiag with theic tops resting on the ground
and burdock and other hardy weeds grow
up through the dead brancher. A diamal
pictare, but too often true to life.

Two things alone will make a yard beautl.
ful,if well arranged and cared for; trees and
graw; bat the t-ees must not be in stiff, un-
patural rows, nor crowded close to the house
and the yard must be well graded, and the
grasa kept closely cut.

Flowers will usually give a better effect
and ba moch easier to care for, if planted in
small bads, The girden can be kept clean
much easler, as the will be continually
encroaching on the small beds. A single
square rod will enable you to grow guite a
varicty of flowers, but several rods ought to
ba spared for this parpose. Locate the flow-
er garden where the wife can see it when
about her daily work, and i: will ve &
means of grace to her, A very little work
done at the right time, will keep it in order,
and if weeds are never allowed to g to seed
ia it, the labor of cariog for it Iﬁl be leas
eswh year. [ cannot think of any other way
in which so small an expenditare of tims and
mooey will bring so mach pleasure to the
wife and education to the children. Try it,
and soo how much genuine happicess can be
had from & fower en.

CHOICE REOIPES.

Grauam Gems,—Ooe pint and a balf of
Graham, 3 teaspoorfuls of baking powder, 1
tablespoonial of butter, cne egg, 4 cup sugar,
a teaspronful of ealt; stir together with
sweet milk or milk and water, or use water
alone, to a batter not much stitfer than pan-
cake batterr Bake in a hot oven. Have
your gem pans well greased.

ArpLE JELLY,—Cut apples in small piccea
without paring, and stew till soft, using more
water than for apple sauce. Strain through
hair seive, then through a jelly bag twice.
Toa pint of juice put thiee fourths of a
pound of sugar—a pound to = pint makes it
too aweet—acd boil until the right thickness
is obtained, The addition of lemons makes
it much nicer.

CusesncakEs — Line tartlet pans with pufl.
paste ; let the edges have three thickness s of
paste, Fill them with the following mixture:
Toa pound of loafsugar, add the juice of three
lemons, two tablespoon‘uls of brandy and a
quarter of a pound of perfectly fresh butter,
Girate the rind of a lemon over it as small as
pssible, Beat six eggs, snd add them to it.
stir over the fire until it begina to thicken
like honey, then let it partly cool, Fill the
patty-pans and bake ia a moderate oven.

Corp MarvatapePuropisc —Five eggs, a
pint of boiling milk poured upon them after
they have been well beaten ; sugar to ta-te
Therind of one lemon, two cunces of stoned
and halved large raisins, spread over a thick-
ly-buttered mold and four tablespoonfuls of
Keiller's marmalade. Cut six penny gporge
cakes in slicee, spread the marmalade upon
them, lay them in tho mold, pour the cus-
tard upon them hot, Tie down carefully and
boil geutly one hour. Turn out only just
before it is reauired.

Tea Cakis.—Rub one heaped teaspoonful

tity eix tem cakes, DBakeinamoderate oven,
and when half done wash over with the yolk
of an egg beaten up with a teashoonful of
milk., These tea cakes are very pice cut in
glices and buttered cold for tea.

Ever since thes West [ndies were discover-
ed, now nearly four hundred years ago, it
has been noticed that the vicl-nt harnicanes
which afflict them usually appear in August,
September, or October. A list of thiee hun-
dred and sixty-five ¢f such storms was made
out not loog ago, and two hundred and
eighty-seven « f the:e occurred in th: **hurri
cane ssazon.” So if apy «f you young pec-
ple wish £ see double-reefed fo: esails, Sep-
tember is the time for you to go down
there.
But the experience is notan attractive
one, snd it is » deal safer to stay at home
and study Colonel Reid s *‘Law of Storme,”
in which you may learn that rain in some
«f these stormi is salt, like ocean water,
and that fish fall with it from the sky ; that
all the shif s in the harbor of Mauritius, forty-
one in pumber, were either sunk or driven
on shore in a hurricane in 151S; that the
British warship focer was blown into tI]_e
Gu!f «f Mexico during a hurricane 1534,
where the was nearly cap:ized, and only
righted after losing her masts, and «ven then
had to heave overboard some of her guus to
escape from foundering.
All these hurricanes cloely resemble, al
though they « xceed in violence, the winter
storms that you read about 1o sea news.
They sre called cyclones, from the whirling
of their winds, and their rotary motion nay
be very fairly likened to that of water eddy-
ing around in a lasin beforeit runsout by
the vent st the bottem, but with the differ-
ence that the air ri es at the centre of the
whirling stcrm, while the water decends
through the escape pipe. It is worth while
to draw & baein, with an outlet, full of water
and remove the stepper gently, and then
watch the formation of the rapidly whirliog
eddy as the water runs out. Although a
simple experim:nt, it wil! give you a fair
idea cf the motion of the winde in a tropical
eyclone, if you imagiae the basin turned up-
side down, 1te size vastly increased, and the
water chapged to air,

Over the tropical oceans these stoims de
velop s territic strength, Imagine one cf them,
with ita mass of whirlicg sir two or three
milee in diameter, turning faster and faster
on the smaller circuits near the centre, ad-
vancing along its track from place to place,
and beating the sea into great waves, Iic-
ture the central parts of the whirl all dark
with roaring thunder elouds, frem which tor-
rents of rain fsll, and, stravgest of ail, con-
ceive u space ten or twenty milesin diameter
just at the centre in which the air is almost
quiet, although surrounded with screamicg
winda,

Even in thia czlm centre, which zailors call
“gve of the storm,” although there is no
danger from the winds, still the waves run
high and broken, snd if a vessel survive
them, there is yet the after a'de of the storm
to ke endured with viclence as great as that
of the frent, Oaly the stoutest ehips cecape
the double davg rs «fthe storm's central
prasage. i

first observed by two e=ailing veusels on the
yTch, far out on the tr pleal Atlantic in lat-
ti-ude 30° W, and longitnd= 15° N., where
thore were heavy rains sud violent winds in
opporite directions, ficin which it ia eeen
that the storm centre lay then bebween the
two pointa of cbservation. )

Thence it advarced westward, and at nine
o'clock on the morning of the 2let, the cen
tral calm arrived at St. Ki t'a a little icland
in the Lesser Antilles; this makes its rate
of travel thus far about eighteen miles an
hour., The royal British masil steamehip
Mersey, commended by Captain Lhix, was
anchorad in the harbor of 5% Thomas at this
time 3 its log gives a valuable record of the
passing storm, and introduces to us a new
factor of great importance, namely. the de.
oreace of the downward pressure cf the air
at the stonn centra as shown by the barom-
cter,

It hus long been krown that a “falliry
harometer,” or l:w atmospheriz measure,
fsretells the comis g of bad weather, We can
first illustrate the fact, and then cons'der its
cause, Captain Dix noticed that the bar-
ometer stood lower than usual on the morn-
ing of the 21=t. aud that the wind was blow-
ing in putfs cf increasing violence, so he
gaveorders to get vp steam, anid prepare
for bad westher. Atten o clock, the barom-
eter read 20,88 inches, and began falling ;
at noon, it was 29 82, and the equalls were
growing heavier, At one o'cleck, 2977,
with very heavy squalls from the N. N. k.
the stronger part of the hurricane was at
this hour just coming over 8t Thomas,

An officer was then stationed by the bar-
ometer with orders to watch it clozely. At
two in the afterncon, it was 20 50. with very
heavy gusts still from the N. N. K., thingles
and roufs were seen blowing
tawn on shore, and flying around in theair;
abont this time the English barque Duke of
Wellington, which had gl:nn anchored outeide
the hacbo:, parted cableg, and went ashore
a total wreck, but the crew were saved

At half-past three, the barometer was 20 -

38 with terrific gusts backing to the wnorth,
and doing great damage on the land. The
barometer coniinued t) fall rapidly, and at
five o'clock had reached 25 74, when the
hurricane suddenly ceazed, leavivg a perfect
stillnesa, **so thata candle mighthave burnt
in the open air!”
At 5.25 the barometer reached its lonest
point, 25 62; at5 35, just as the captain saw
the ripple of the sontherly gale on the after
side of the storm-centre coming along over
the water, Lia cflicer called out, **The bar-
ometer i rising, eir!” and as soon aa the
wind etruck the veasel, it began to rise fast,
reaching 23 71 at 40, 25 03 at six, and 20.60
at seven o clock, Tne gale that followed
the calm was reversed from the direction of
the first half of the storm, and came from the
pouth, st'll very heavy, but steadier than be.
fare on account of blowing now mostly over
the sea, and hence without the gusts and
squalls of the front of the storm that had
come down on the vessel from the high land
of the island.

By elghtin the evening the hurricane
moil- rated to a fresh gﬂ-l[’. and at Ilﬁd:’light
had decreased to & strong breeze as the storm
moved away, leaviog the staunch Meriey
unharmed.

From this description it may be inferred
that the storm crossed St. Thomas to the
north of wesat ; as eight hours were required
to pass over the one hundred and forty miles
froin 8%, Kitt's to St T:omas, the velocity
of the storm as a whole must have been etill
about eighteen miles an honr; znd as the
calm lasted thirty-five minutes, the diameter
of the eye of the sterm must have been close
to ten miles. Its farther progress carried it
northwestward, and then toward the north
past Florida, and slong our shores far north-
¢ast on the Atlantic.

To explaia the mechanism «f such a storm
would require a long chapter of rather diffi-
cult description, but atew words may be
given aa to the causa of the barometer's fal-
ling aa the storm approaches, and rising
again as it recedes. Referring orce more
to the experiment with the basin, it will be
seen that the surfate of the water einks at
the centre as the eddy is formed ; the de-
pression deepens as the eddy strengthens,
and finally ¢ven an empty funnpel shiped
core may by formed as the fastest rotation

Thoe whirlirg sir of a tropical hurricane is
similiarly aflrcted by ita rapid rotation ; the
low barcmetrie pressure at the centre results
chisfly (rom the action of centrifvgal force,
which drawas the sir out on all vides, and so
diminishes the weight of the stmcephere at
the centre. As the low:pressure storm cen-
tre moves over an observer, his barometer
muat first fall and then rise again, aa in the
example recorded above.

Ever sinces it was discovered by Dove and
Redfield, Heid and Piddington, that storma
were in reality great whiriwinds, and that
they always tarned from right to left in
this hemisphere, and from left to right on
the other side of the equitor, and that their
tracks were defined, it has been part of a
