It began in this way: I lived with my
gister when we were little, down—ever 8o
far down—in Lonisiana ; so near the Galf of
Mexico that when the evening breezs blew
we conld smell the salt sea.air.

Batit was not a
prim, formal garden at all, for we were
allowed to do anything we wished there, and
I think it must have been because we loved
it so and lived in It so much that we invent-
ed the play of “F.ower Ladies,” to suit the

lace and give us an excuse for staying there,

t waa a place of perfomis. I am sure you
never saw roses grow as ours did. They
rioled everywhere without check. They
climbed up in the trees and spread over the
walks and bloomed out into thousands and
thousands of roses all at once, almost as
many at Christmas time as in the Spring.

Then there were the sweet-oliva trees, and
three kinds of magnolia trees, and every
sort of jasmine and Japan plum trees.
When they all bloomed, Fiera Ann, the old
native Alfrican negre, used to say that ‘‘the
garden wuz des 'luminated.”

This was the way we played., Wa gath.
ered roses with stems about two inches long
and set them down on their petals, and any
one can #ee in & minute that they then
become beauntiful ladies, with tall, slender
figures, lovely pink or crimson satin or
velves, akirts and little green overskirts.

The men were thorns from the hedge,
which stood up very nicely when stuck in
the ground, or else they were bits of stick ;
bat they were rather stiff and unbending—
were these gentlemen—and really played a
very ins cant part in the flower ladice’
households.

The houses in which the ladies lived ware
of the very simplest architecture ; just bits
of atick or blades of grass laid together in
squares to inclose roome and halls. A n
leaf made a pretty bed, and tiny flat pn%rl:leu
furnished beantiful chairs. Then a chip
served excellently for a grand mahogany
table, and upon very rmall mud ples, frost-
ed with sand, and mud chocolate custards,

No leas than 275,000 cases, equal, at
forty-eight cans to the case, to 13,200,000
cans, have been put down on the Fraser, and
it is calonlated that throughout the province
425 000 casea, or 20,400, cans, will yleld.
In addition salted salmon has been prepared
in wvast quantities, By the middle of
August the work was practically over The
