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MNealth of The Czar.

The report comes from Ruassia that the
czar has developed symptoms of lung disease
foliowing his recent mevere attack of In-
fluenzs, and that on the advice of his phy-
gician he has decided to reside for a long
time at least at Kieff, in the southwestern
part of the empire. As removal has been
considered Lefore, if he is menaced by cown-
sumption, the malady which now confines
his ¢ldest son to the Caucasns, the report
may be accepted as true, reaidence in St
Patersburg, with its trying climate and
foundations in a swamp, being certain to
hasten the prozress of disease. Thereis no
goad reason, moreover, why the change
should not be made, the sonthward drift of
the Russian people haviug brought the real
forces of the empire nearer to Kieff than to
St. Petershurg, and the dizappearance of
Sweden as a strong power having largely
nullified the reasons which prompted the
location of the capital in northwestern Rus-
sia: But the residence of the'czar in Kieff
for any considerable period must inevit-
ably involve a change of capital as well,
for the sovereign cannot live even for
twenty years six hundred miles from the
administrative ceutre, and the depart-
ments, the foreign ambassadors and the
governing men must, of course, go to him.
Equally of course they must reside in Kief,
andsomust build,procedure which will tend
to make the czar's residence permanent and
create a new capital on the Duieper, which,
with its better location, should in time far
surpass that on the Neva. Neither relig-
ious nor historic sentiment would oppose
the change, and the development of the new
capital could be so guarded and directed as
to make it not only astately city, but,what
St. Petersburg can never be, a pleasant and
hzalthful one. But the effects of the trans-
fer will, if made, go far beyond the mere
development of cne city at the expense of
the other, in that the better climate must
have a certain ameliorating effect on the
temperament of the czar, and that he will
be brought into closer proximity to liurops
and its influences. He is said to
have in marked degree the tendency to gloom
which is the heritage of his house, the de-
pressing effect of which on the temper is un-
questionably accentuated by the miserable
climate, cold and dampness of St. Peters-
burg.

A softer climate cannot fail to improve
the Czar's spirits and to make life brighter,
and in Kieit he will, besides,be in a capital
far more Kuropean than St. Petersburg,and
8o brought nearer to wastern influences. A
chief drawback to residence in St. Peters-
burg is that its climate and its distance
from Burope has emphasized for the czars
that feeling of the separateness of Russia
which has been their bane, and which has
Jimited their view mainly to Russia alone,
and prevented that larger consideration
which comes from intimate acquaintance
with the experiences of the West. But in
Kiet the czar will be in a city which must,
if it 1a made the capital, be influenced by
FEuropean 1deas and cuatoms, and will,
moreover, be in such close touch with
Austria that the value of her friendship

must impress itself upon him, and 8o pro- |

mote his willingness to come more directly
into the society of nations. In this way
the political effects of the change may be
very considerable, and if it serves in any
degree to bring the czar and his advisers
into fuller touch with Western ideas and
progress and to break down the barriers
which separate Russia from Europe, it will
be a distinet gain to civibization. That it
will modify in any respect the conlinuous
policy of Russia,which has for its object the
acawsition of Constantinople, may be doubt-
ed, that policy being one from which there
has been no deviation and never will be,
and in support of which three quarters of a
million of trained soldiers are now in Vest-
ern Hussia, Apart trem their determina.
tion to control all Eastern Kurope, and to
gecure a kindlier climate and more fruitful
goil,the Russians have another and stronger
motive, irresistible with nations, the desire
for acceas to the sea, which in this case is
intensified by the fact that in all their wide
domain Viadivost: k is the only scaport open
at all seasons of the year.

No Cause For Alarm.

American spread-eagleism was first rufil-
ed, then disquicted, by the landing of Brit.-
ish mariners at DBluetields. It suspected
that act to be prompted by Britain’s claims
or pretensions to suzerainty over the Mos-
quito coast, and straightway itbegan to
vociferate. It demanded that the British
Government be asked for an instant explan-
atinn, and 2alled for the swift despatch of a
United States man-of-war to Bluefields.

Iy made their way through the distance
and through the cloud of jealous suspicions
that enveloped the Jingo mind. These
facts were furnished by the United States
Cansul at Greytown, a port some sevénty
miles from Bluefields. According to his
report, the Cleopatra had landed, a few
mariners at Bluefields in response to an
urgent petition from citizens and American
and British residenta in that town, who
called upon the British captain to pro-
tect their lives and property from the
invading Nicaraguans, He complied with
their request, and the mere presence
of the Dbluejackets sufliced to quell
the distutbance. This report was sub-
stantially confirmed by the United States
Ambassador im London, who sent home
mssurances that the temporary occu-
pation by the British had no sinister sig-
nificance. In the meantime the Eritish
had withdrawn. But now a new terror
begins to ngitate the zealots of American
expansion. They hear that Ambassadoer
Bayard isnegotiating with the British Gov-
ernment for the settiement of all disputed
guestions growing out of the Clayton-
Bulwer treaty of 1850, They want him to
let that treaty alone, and prefer to consider
it dead. \What they are especially fretting
abont is that Britain may want to claim
the right, which this treaty gives her, of
joint control with the United States over
the Nicaragua canal. Unless it can be
shown that Britain has broken the Clayton.
Buiwer treaty, she must be a political
Futnur with the United States in that great
nter-oceanic waterway. The ireaty was
never liked by the.Americans, and they
have always been ready to accuse Britain
of violations of 1. If these alleged viola-
tiens could be madea ground for voiding it,
they would be very well pleased. The
Jingeistas appear to think that Britain has
fergotten about her rights under this treaty
..nII are afraid Ambassador Bayard will re-
call thom by bis efforts to settle disputed
questicns dmt are the outcome of that
treaty.
