A CHURCH PANIC,

An Llarm of Fire — Seventy-Four Persons
Were Crashed and Stamped to Beaih,

A despateh from St. Petersburg says:
—Further details have been receivel as
to the terrible casualty which took
place on Oectober 26 last, in the vil-

lage church at Kharceleff, in the Koz-
loff distriet, on the western coast of
the Crimea, when an alarm of fire was
raised and a panic ensued, resulting in
the death of seventy-four persons, and
the severe injury of 160 others. It ap-
pears the alarm of fire was due to the
lighting of candles at the moment when
the windows were opened to allow the
clouds, of vapour to escape from the
packed and steaming congregation. The
crowd outside thought the altar screen
was burning, the cry of fire was rais-
ed, and an uncontrollable panic follow-
ed. There was no medical help to be
had nearer than Kozloff, several miles
away. When morning dawned there
was revealed a vast heap of dead.
Among the victims fatally injured were
fifteen pregnant women.

KAFFIR WHEN OFF DUTY.

Ssouth Alfrican Mine Labourrers Lend n Mon-
atonous Lile.

perty can hardly be monoionous. The
report of a traveller fresh from the
(Cape gives a curious insight into one
phrase of labour on the Rand. It used
to be thecustom of the Kaffir, on re-
ceiving his salary—usually $5 per
week—to sally forth and invest all his
! earnings in bottles of brandy. He would
' then return to his hut, squat down and
drink it like beer until he succumbed.
This went on regularly among the min-
ing staffs of all the large companies
until, in order to prevent a weekly ces-
| sation of labour, the companies adopted
the method of enclosing all their na-
tive employes inside a compound and
'shutting them in like prisoners until
their time of service has elapsed.
Visitors to the compoundsoften take

in a pound or so of the native coarse
tobaceco, for a handful of which the
Kaffirs, under stress of their depriva-
| tion of Lobacco, as well as liquor, will

-often gladly exchange fine old native
' bracelets and knobkerries. Afler the
ipipe i filled several long pulls are
' taken and the smoke swallowed. The
1' howl is then taken off, the stem is in-
serted in a howl of water and the
water is sucked through it and swal-
lowed also, Then comes the tug of war,
The man who can hold out longest
without ecoughing is considered a hero.
After a short time the smoker will
convulsively cough for fifteen or
twenty minutes, and one can quite un-
derstand why the KKafflir is not allowed
out to buy tobacco. In the case of the
traveller, who gives these details, the
mine manager asked him to cease bhar-
tering the vile stuff for native trink-
ets, otherwise the whole relay would
be unfit to go down when their timo
came,

The Kaffir usually returns home
after six months or a year at the
mines and is considered a rich man.
He buys two or more wives and takes
his ease while they do all the work.

Mr. John I. Hobson of Gualiph, o=
of the most noted stockmen in Cax
ada, has just returned from sy extan
sive trip through England and Scot
land.

After leaving Scotland Mr. Hobsot
spent sixteen days in London, wher{
he frequently met Mr. Wm. Cooper
the President of the Great Metropolf
tan Meat Market Association, alsd
Chairman of the meat section of thd
London Chamber of Commerce, Heals
so met some of the largest retail meal
dealers in London, and spent consid-
erable time at the I'eptford cattle mar-
ket. This gave him an ample oppor-
tunity of studying the dead meat trade
and especially the chances of enlarg-
ing the trade between Canada and
Britain. On being asked to state his
views on this subject Mr. Hobson said
that Canadians had the matter entire-
ly in their own hands, thai with a
proper system of cold storage and an
up-to-date method of doing business
a limit could hardly be put upon tha
amouat of business that might be done,
as there was absolutely no .feeling
whatever in England against Cana-
dian meat. It is simply a guestion, he
said, of producing a better class of
stock and putting on the market a
quality of meat equal to the best from
the United States, England and Scot-
land.

was that it has not been of a uniform
quality, the percentage of good being
altogether too small for the quantity
sent. The American meat which ha
saw in large quantities and which, he
says, was equal to the best Scotch or
England, came over largely in hind-
quarters, the forejuarters being left
ot home and used for packing purposes;

Mr. Holbson says that he saw a great
deal of New Zealand and Australian
mutton on the English market. The
very best was then selling by the car-
case at six and a half cents per
pound. In his opinion Canadians
need never think of building up a
large trade in that line, having, as
they would, to compete against the
mutton sent from these countries.
There would, he said, be no margin
for the Canadian farmer at that price,
and the Australians could and would
sell much lower before they would be
beaten.

Mr. Holson mentioned incidentally
that he had attended: the great sale
of pure bred sheep at Felso, in Scot-
land. Some of the sheep sold as
high as three hundred and fifty dol-
lars. Ile also altended the great
annual sheep sale at St. Boswell's,
where in two days no less than thirty-
two thousand sheep and lambs chang-
ed hands.

HOME FROM HUDSON BAY.

Commander Wakeham and Mre. Fisher
Speak of the Results of Their Trip on
the Diann,

A despatch from Halifax says:—Com-
mander Wakeham of the Government
expedition to Hudson Bay and Jas. Fish-
ar, M.P.P., of Manitoba, who accompani-
ed him on the trip north, which haa
lasted since early summer, arrived in
Halifax on Monday night, having left
the steamer Diana at Port Hawkes-
bury. Mr. [Fisher, it is understood,
went on the expedition in order to re-
port on the feasibility of the Hudsom
Bay route for Atlantic steamers carry-
ing grain from the Northwesl, the
scheme being to run a railway from

Winnipeg to Fort Churchill and tran-
ship there, the carriage by rail lu*inﬁ
lessened 600 miles as compared wit

Montreal and the ocean voyage being
also materially shortened. Mr. Fisher
states that he is pleasad with the out-
look, but does not go into details of
the results of the obgarvation. The Diana
left Halifax June 4. Previous to July
15 s8he had considerabla troubls
with the ice, but after that date ex-
perienced no difficulty in navigating
the siraits and bay as alrealy report-
ed. Commander Wakeham planted the
Rritish flag on an island lying off Baf-
fin's L.and, where he found a number of
Scotch whalers who entertained doubt
as to what nation the island belonged.
He says the people there are now satis-
fied on that point. Commanier Wake-
ham states that the present charts of
Hudson Bay and Hudson Straits are
most unreliable., All of them show
islands which do not exist, and islands
which do existare not mentioned. Tides
are very heavy and the season shorl,
with the summer days very long. W hen
the Diana started for home, snow was
falling heavily in the bay and straits
