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TATE SEEDING 0 INJURY

Experience Has Proved That Early Spring
Does Not Mean Big Crop.

A despalch from Ottawa says: Official
advices from the West as Ig thgﬂt‘}mp
cullook are salisfactory. The bulk of
the seeding has been completed and ow-
ing o the moisl condition of the soil
I' is believed thal the backwardness of
the season will not be so prejudicial as
generally believed in the East.

It Is pointed out that the old-timers
In the Wesl are of 1he opinion thal
the shorlness of lhe growing season
there does nol operale against a good
crop, and that as a rule the best crops
have not been produced when the
Spring is exceplionully early or the
sceding completed al an early dale.

In support of this contention it is
prointed out that in 188l, when seeding
was not compleled by lhe end of May,
a splendid average crop wias garnered,
while in 1884, 1888, 1889 and 1807 seed-
ing was late, but the crop yield was
quile satisfaclory.

One official of the Interior Depart-
menl summed up the silualion on Wed-
nesday when he said: “There is no need
for alarm. If the laleness of seeding 1S
ominous of anylhing it is ominous cf
good crop prospecls. The Wesl is nol
worrying; it is the East which is show-
ing all the anxiely.
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FATAL ACCIDENT AT TORONTO.

One Killed, Three Injured at the Bay
Street Railway Cressing.

A despaltch from Toronto says: James
8 Fraser, of Leith, Scotland, chiel engi-
neer on the steamer Corunna, which
arrived here from Middlesboro', Eng-
land, on Thursday, was instantly killed ;
Francis Hart, of Aberdeen, Scolland,
steward and cook on the sleamer, was
badly injured ; W. M. Jevons, 248 Shaw
Slreet, Toronto, was cut about the head,
eand Edward Verral, of 285 Dundas
Sireet, had his right arm broken, all as
the result of failing to observe G. T. R.
engine 834 as it pulled a siring of
freight cars easlward past the foot of
Bay Streel at about 10.40 on Friday
night.

A level crossing without a single
gateman and wilhout proper lights lo
enable the thousands of passengers lo
and from the Island ferries and the other
sleamboals o see wiiere they are going
or whal trains are passing, was respon-
.sible for the death of Fraser and the
maiming of the olhers. The man who
was killed and his companion were go-
ing south to their boat and the others
were coming from the ferry boat. The
atlenlion of the C. P. R. shunter, I
Slewart, al the point, was drawn to the
gecidenl by hearving a4 woman screamni,
and on running to the spot he was hor-
rilied to see a man's body lying.on ihe
G. T. R. lracks and apparenlly cul in
twao.

Fraser was a married man, and had
parl of his furniture on board ihe Cor-
unna, as he intended setlling in Canada,
His wife was to have come out in Aug-
ust next, and was lo bring the balance
i lhe household goods and the baby.
Harl is a native of Aberdeen, Scolland,
and unmarried. Several of the crew of
i{he Corunna came to the morgue to
idenlify the body of Fraser, and they
were quite indignant thal, as lhey said,
{rains were allowed lo run on the sirests
without any proleclion to the pedes-

irians.
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LIEUT.-GOVERNOR DUNSMUIR.
Ilis Yacht Took Fire at Sea and Parly
Took to the Boals.

A despatch from Vancouver, B. C,,
gays: While relurning from Gardner In-
lel, after a monlh's hunting trip, on
Friday, Hon. James Dunsmuir, Lieuten-
anl-Gavernor of Brilish Columbia; Major
Audain, his son-in-law; three guests,
and a crew of thirleen, had a narrow
escape, when the Thistle, Mr. Duns-
muirs $50,000 yacht, was burned lo the
water's edge in Queen Charlotle Sound.
Mr. Dunsmuir and others on board were
forced lto take to the boals. and in 16
minules afler the alarm of fire was giv-
en, lhe Thislle was burned lo the water's
edge. The cause of the fire is a mys-
tery. Five hundred gallons of gasoline
were stored in the hold, and exploded.
Mr. Dunsmuir and others in the boals
traveled 82 miles before heing sighled
by a southbound sleamer, which picked
ithem up and brought them to Vancou-
ver al noon on Sunday. All lost every-
thing bul the clolhes they worc.

CYCLONE IN NORFOLK.

Two Houses were Blown Down in the
Village ol Nixon.

A despaleh from Simcoe, Ont., says:
Buildings blown down, irees and fences
uprooted, the tracks of the Wabash
blocked by the contents of a huge coal
chute and ils ruins, is the result of a
cyclone which at 5 o'clock on Sunday
evening swept the district a few miles
wesl of here, the cenire of which is lhe
Village of Nixon. Greal damage was
done in Nixon, two houses being blown
down and a grocery store badly
wrecked. In one of the houses destroyed
an old lady named Croft had a very nar-
row escape. She was in bed, ill and
alcne, when the building crumpled up
and collapsed like a house of cards. m
as she was, however, she managed 1o
crawl out of the debris, and beyond a
few severe bruises and a bad fright, sus-
tained no injury. In the other house no
one was injured. So far as is reported
trom the stricken district there has been
no loss of life, but the loss to the far-
mers will be heavy, and later defails
are likely to increase the extent of the
disaster. In Simcoe the slorm was Very
severe, but no great damage was done.
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TORNADO SWEEPS TEXAS.
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Fourteen Meet Death in the Path ol the
Storm.

A despalch from Fort Worlh, Texas,
suys: A severe rain and electrical slorm
swepl over norlhern Texas on Friday
night, causing much damage to proper-
ly and some loss of life. Al least three
persons are known lo have heen killed
by lightning. Near Denlon, eighl mem-
bers of the Wardlaw family were in-

‘| jured, one falally, when the home was

overlurned by wind. Scores of barns
and other small buildings were desiroy-
ed The eastern poriion of Willspoint
was struck by a lornado, which cut a
swath 200 yards wide, killing three per-
sons and injuring many others. Emory
was circled by lhe lornado, and six per-
sons were killed, while [forly or filly
were injured. Every building on the
counly poor farm was demolished, as
well as several residences. The greal-
est desiruclion, however, occurred in
the negro seltlement. Many of those
injured may die. At Gribble Springs
fwo persons were killed and a score or
more injured.

In addilion, aboul a hundred persons
were 1ess soriously injured. The vie-
tims included women. children and slu-
dents. 1l is alleged that, out of revenge
for the assassinalion of the three ofticers,
whom the Jews had mnicknamed Lhe
vheroes of Lhe anti-Jewish riols,” the
police turned the Black Hundreds loose,

armed with clubs and rubber slicks.
Jewish pedesirians were brutally bealen

and many houses in lhe Jewish quarler

were looled and their occupanis as-
gaulted. The disorder lasled for some
tours. the police making no allempt lo
guppresa il murther oulrages are éex-

pecled.

SMELTING BY

RLECTRICITY

Dr. Haanel Shows That Process to Be

Cheap and

Practical.

A despalch from Ollawa says: Dr.
Haanel, Dominion Superintendent of
Mines, has prepared a very valuable re-
port upon the resulls of experiments
conducled lasl year al Sault Ste. Marie
wilh the thermo-eleclric process of smell-
ing Canadian iron ores, The reporl
shows {hat the experimenls have been
very successful, and have demonsirated
thal Canada’s large resources of magne-
lite ores can b2 as economically smelled
a5 hemalile ores by the eleclric process,
and thal ores .of high sulphur content
can be made into pig iron containing
only a few thousandlhs of one per cent.
of sulphur. Dr. Haanel estimates thal a
16,000 horsepower plant, capable of pro-
ducing 120 tons of pig iron per day of

twenly-four hours, would cost £700,000,.
and that, allowing for interesi and de-
precialion of plant, the cosl of smelling.
would be $2.43 per ton. Adding the cost
of ore, charcoal, labor, eleclric encrgy,
and olher running expenses, he esb-
mates thal a ton of pig iron could be
made for $10,60, The electric smelling
works now being erccled at Welland are
expected to preduce from thirly-five Lol
forly tons of pig iron per day. The re-
port lays much siress upon the possibil-
ity of developing Canada’'s many iron,
deposils by means of the waler powers,
which are to he found throughoul the:
Dominion, poinling out that many waler
powers exist in Onfario and Quebed
surrounded by iron ore fields.
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-FOREST SEEDING,
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May be Done, But Cost is Liitle, il Any,
Less Than Planting.

Reproducing a forest by sowing seed
direclly on the area to be pul into irees
is feasible. It is, however, a method
lillle used on this conlinent up to the
present, for it has been found thal the
cost has been as great, at least, as thal
of planting, owing to lhe high price of
seed and the cullivation which must be
given .lo the ground to be sown.

A good seed bed is just as importani
for sowing forest {ree seeds on as il is
for sowing grain on. Hence the whole
eren on which it is proposed to sow
trec seeds must be carelully cultivaled,
instcad of only a small proportion, as
in planling. This, al least, applies 1o
broadcast sceding.

A grealb objection lo seeding, at pre-
sent, is the high price of lhe seed, and
in the case of some species, ils scar-
cily al any price. The present price of
while pine seed, for exampie, is (wo
and lwo and a half dollars per pound.
In Germany it is cuslomary lo s0w six
rounds of while pine seed to the acre.
Thus lhe expenditure for seed alone
would be $12 to $15. Slill, it would be
possible fo do with smaller quaniilies
of seed, lhough in this country so litlle
sowing has been done lhal we scarcely
have a slandard to go by in this re-
gard.

Anolher disadvanilage of seeding is
that we can never count on gelling a
good mixed crop of trees by seeding.

To avoid the expense of cullivaling
lhe whole area varicus plans have heen
tried. Oflen small spols (“seed-spols™)
are faken and carefully worlked, and the
seed sown in these, These spols may
vary in arca from one. square fool lo
thirly square feel., the best land being
selected, of course, in every case. Again
furrows may be ploughed, at some dis-
lance apart, and the seed sown in these
furrows; or slrips, several feet in widlh,
may be prepared.

For nul irees, such as chesinut, oak,
hickory and beech, seeding is the Dbest
way 1o reproduce them. These lrees
make a vigorous rool growlth and are
very awkward to handle in planling,
even the first year. So the hest way
te do is lo sow the nuls right on the
area on which vou want the lrees. pro-
vided there is no danger of squirrels ar
olher animals destroying the nuls.
\iake holes where you wish the {reeslo
come up, and in each hole place threce
cr four nuls. and the result will pro-
bably be salisfactory.

The depth of the covering of soil is
ariolher point of importance.. It will
usually be found to cover the seeds 1o
the deplh of the longest diameter of lhe
seed.
