from what it was. Creighton was
torribly affected when he heard the
verdict and had to be practically
carried out of court, weeping bit-
terly the while. _ =5

At 8.30 on Thursday evening Mr.
Justice Riddell sentenced Creigh-
ton to be hanged on Dee. 3rd. In
ziving sentence, he said that the ae-
cused had been guilty of one of the
most atroeious crimes known to law
and he would hold out no hope of
Fxecutive clemency. He must seek
mercy at a higher tribunal, where
it was never refused to the peni-
tent.

PARMER'S WIFE MURDERED

Murderer Makes No Attempt to Escape
and 18 Now in Stratiord Jail.
