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ORIGIN OF THE ROD.

Used in Driving Oxen, It Came
Handy in Measuring Land.

The origin of the rod, pole or
perch as a lineal and superficial
measure has been traced to the rod,
pole or goad used to urge and di-
rect a team of oxen pulling a
plough. Bo it came about it was
used as a convenient and handy
land measure in feudal times by
the lords in alloting plots of land
for agricultural purposes to the
villeins and others, says the Build-
ers’ Journal.

One rod wide and forty long (1.
e., one furrow long, deen) built up
a quarter of an acre. The furlong,
or four poles wide and same depth
i.e., forty poles, one acre—was a
convenient length for a furrow be-
fore turning the plough. Gf course
these lengths: somewhat varied in
different parts of the country where
scils and agriculture varied, but
gradually the slight variations grew
less and finally the present accepted
staututory acre was evolved.

Gunter’s chain of 66 feet (ten
square chains to the acre) was In-
vented by the Rev. Edmund Gun-
ter (1581-1626). He was a professor
of astronomy at Gresham College,
London, and ingeniously adapted
it to facilitate decimal calculatious
in land measurements. The use of

OLIVES IN SPAIN.

About 3,200,000 acres are given
up to the cultivation of olives in
Bpain. Eating olives are delivered
dry to the factories, where they
are soaked in large vats with a so-
lution of caustic soda until the so-
Jution has penetrated to the stones.
After a washing in fresh water the
olives are put into hogsheads of
brine for two months of fermenta-
tion. When they are bottled new
brine is used, but the output from
the factories 1is usually in hogs-
heads holding 160 gallons.
