Girls of 14 Often Engaged in Work
—Clothes and Equipment.

The pearl divers of Japan are the
women. Along the coast of the
Bay of Ago and the Bay of Gokasho
tl.e 13 and 1l4-year-old girls alter
tbey have finished their primary
gehool work, go to sea and learn to
dive. They are in the water and
learn to swim almost from baby-
hood and they spend most of their
time in the water except in the cold-
ost season, from the end of Decem
Ler to the beginning of IFebruary.

Even during the most inclement
of seasons they sometimes dive for
pearls. They wear a special dress,
white underwear, and the hair
twisted up into a hard knot. The

cyes are protected by glasses to
prevent the entrance of water.
Tubs are suspended from the
walst.

A boat in command of a man is
assigned to every five to ten women
divers to carry them to and from
the fishing grounds. When the div-
ers arrive on the grounds they leap
into the water at once and begin
to gather oysters at the bottom.
