PERPETUAL MOTION MACHINE

A Fupil of Sir Hiram Maxim Ifas
Success.

Perpetual motion is a recognized
impossibility, but a quality that
nearly approaches it is claimed for
the invention of a twenty-two-
yvear-old Englishman. He has ob-
tained a patent for a motor which,

The young man’s
name is Stanley J. Hitcheock and
he lives in a London suburb.

“The Patent Office would not ac-
cept the title ‘Perpetual Motion,””’
he said, ‘“‘and it is right, for per-
petual motion in its ordinary sense
is impossible. My machine is
therefore called a  self-acting
motor.”” There is no limit to 1its
power and it will continue to run
until it falls to pieces. Its principle
is magnetism, and the secret of the
discovery lies in the shape of the
magnets, which makes them grow
stronger the more they are used.
The motor revolves in response to
the same forces that make the world
go round.

“From experiments made as a
hoy with penny magnets, milk cans,
and fittings from incandescent gas

jets, my father encouraged me and
sent me as a pupil to Sir Hiram
Maxim.  There I worked in the
laboratory.

“The machine can be fitted upin
privite houses and used to worka
dynamo and so supply electric
light, work the lift or sewing mach-
ine, do the cooking or pumping, or
anvthing required of it at no cost
at all.

“Tts power is unlimited, and it
counld "be built inside the ordinary
motor omnibus bonnet. The only
cost after installation is for lubrica-
tion.”’

CANAL OF STEEL.

In connection with the Nile 1ir-
rigation system at Wadi Kom-
Ombho there has been constructed
a canal of steel, five thousand two
hundred fect in length, whereby
water from the service reservoir 1is
distributed to the earth canals. In
seclhiion this metallic canal 1s U-
shaped, twenty feet broad and
twelve feet deep. It is made up of
seventeen sections, connected by
expansion joints, and the riveted
stel plates of which it consists are
six millimeters in thickness. Dur-
ing the construction the engineers
were troubled among other things
by the unequal expansion of the
metal. The expansion was great-
est on the side where the sun hap-
pened to shine full upon the plates
and the inequality was often suf-
ficient to displace the end of a sec-
tion about to be joined as much as
four inches to one side or the other.
