Food of all kinds, soap, powdered
scent, ribbons, coal and firewood

THE UNION JACK.

If Properly Named Would Be Call-
e¢d the ““Union.*

The origin of the Union Jack is
well-known but it may be surpris-
ing to many to learn that the
“Union Jack’ is in reality a mis-
nomer, and that, if properly named,
the flag is the ““Union.” It can
only be called the “Union Jack”
when it is flying from a “‘jack staff”’
at the bowsprit or forepart of a
ship, and never when it is flown on
land.

The first Union flag, consisting of
St. George and St. Andrew, was
decided to be the mational flag or
Great Britain by James I. (April
12th, 1605.) In 1801, when Ireland
came into the Union, a change was
made in the flag, Ireland being re-
presented on it by the red saltire
of St. Patrick, :

The other three flags are purely
maritime, and ought never to be
flown ashore. They had their ori-
zin as follows :—“‘For two hundred
vears prior ta 1864 the British Navy
was divided into three divisions,
the Red, the White and the Blue,
each having a flag of corresponding
color. the white flag only having the
addition of a red 8t. George’s
cross. In 1707 the small Union de-
vice was introduced into the upper
corner, In 1864 these divisions of
the navy were abolished, but the
three ensigns were retained in use,
and it was decreed that the Red
Ensign should be retained for the
merchant service, the White Ensign
for the Navy and Royal
Squadron, and the Blue Ensign for
ships commanded by officers of the
Royal Naval Reserve and certain
Royal Yacht Clubs.”

New Imitation Sandstone,

The Prussian government has
erected at Stettin a building com-
posed of imitation sandstone, gra-
nite and marble, The sandstone
forms the greater part of the exter-
ior. The framework is of brick. All
the blocks, windows frames, sills,
columns, roof, balcony and portal
ornaments are of imitation stone,
and they were so exactly cast and
numbered that ther}'v were fitted to-
gether and set with little or no chi-
seling. The pressing or stamping
of the moulded pieces was done by
hand, From three to four weeks
were required for drying. The cost
ia sald not to have exceeded half
that of natural stone, and the dur-
ability is believed to be equal.
