In Prison Justifies His Rslease

' “John Carter,” the young English
convict who was releansed from the
Minnesota  State prison about three
years ago because hls ablHty as a
poet had won the frlendship of in-
fluentigl men, is .sald to have f[ully
Justified the confidence repesed in him
and has ‘“‘made good” in the world
beyond the prison walls. Carter is
not the real name of the young man
who became an Internaticnal figure
because of the appeal made in his
behalf by Hobert Underwood Johnson,
editor of the Century, and others dis
tinguished in the world of letters.
He was born in England, of good
family, about twenty-seven years ago.
At the nge of nineteen he went to
Canada, and made hls way to Win-
nipeg. Inexperienced and frail, he
was unable to obtaln employment:
It was while attempting to beat his
way from Winnipeg to St. Paul that
he was put off a train at Karlstad,
Minn., Cold and almost starved, he
broke Into the rallroad station and
stole $24 and a watch. He was sen-
tenced to prison for ten years, and
there, "to kill time and ease my un-
happy thoughts,” he began writing
poams that won the admiration asd
praise of Mr. Johnson and other edl-
tors., Through their influcnce he was
released from prison cn his twenty-
fourth blrthday, and began life anew
under more favorable circumstances.
