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CARDINAL MANNING,

Death of the Prince of the Church—
Passed Away Quietly and Without
Pain.

Loxpox, Jan. 14.— Cardinal Manning
died at 8.20 this morning. He continued
to grow weaker duriLg the night undil
finally his prostration became complete.
He was able, huwever, to join in the
prayers which were being offered at his
bedside. His Eminence continued these
supplications for divine mercy until half-
paFt seven o'clock, when he became un-
conscious. His death was calm, and he
passed away ovidently with pain. Tele-
grams of regret from all parts of the world
are being received.

SKETCH OF HIS LIFE.

[His Eminence Henry Edward Manning
Cardinal Priest of the Holy Roman Church
and Archbishop of Westminister, was born
at Totteridge, Hertfordshire, on July 15,
1808, the son of William Manning, mer-
chant and member of Parliament. He wae
educated as a member of the Anglican
(hurch at Harrow and at Balljol College,
Oxford, graduating in 1830. . He was
chosen fe'low of Merton Cullege and one
of the select preachers in the Univerity.
