The Government had replied that it could
not recognize the right of England or Ger-
many to search all vessels ander the French
flag. Certain abuses due to the slave trade
might have arisen, but they did not have
the gravity with which it was songht to in-
With those namear_ meme wol W be_compared
wie coast of North Africa.
