Hevelations of Nis Exieni—FPeeis nand

Bays the N. ¥. Herald ;: Dr, Lorimer, of
Uhioago has been beaten in the role of
plagiarist by another Baptiss, Rev. W. H.
Sloan, of Oanandaigua, N.Y., who recently
preached, word for word, the oelebrated
‘' Temple " sermon of the Rev. Dr. Parker, of
London, the same that Dr. Lorimer aleo
delivered and whioch got him into trouble.
Mr. Bloan was invited to farnish a copy for
publication in pamphlet form, which he did
with the modest rergret ** that it was mos
more deserviog cf the honor conferred upon

i, From all parts of the country
oome evidences that this  deception
is very largely practiced by the

ministerial fraternity, The late Frederiok
W. Roberteon, of England; Dr. Faller, of
Baltimore; MoOheyne, of Sootland; Me.
[lvaine, of Ohio; the Wealeys; Pitman, of
New Jersey, as well as Beecher, Talmage and
Dr. Parker, of London, and many more are
thus made unwilling and uneredited contri-
bators to the popularity of scores of ministers
here and elsewhere. Indeed, eo brilliant and
popular a preacheras Dr. Talmage preached
& sermon rome time ago, whioch had been
| publighed in an Eoglish paper from whioh he
took it, but whioh of course was published
here a8 his own., A Methodist minister, of
Brooklyn, some ‘months later, preached the
same sermon to hia ocongregation, and when
asked il he had stolen it from Dr, Talmage,
he produced the paper from ,which both had
been oribbed.

Bome years ago a minister of the New York
East Conference of the Methodist Episcopal
Churoh preached the ** Conference germon™
before his brethren. It was a masterly pro-
duotion, but unfortunately for bim he had
stolen it bodily from & volume of germons
published by the deceased Dr. Pitman, ot the
New Jereey Oonference, and his brethren
deteoted it. One of them the next day pro-
duoed the volume and read extraots from it,
showing olearly the plagiariem. The prercher,
blubbering like a baby, steppsd to the bar of
the conferenos to receive the censure of the
body, administered by the bishop presiding.
A ocorrespondent of the FEzxaminer and
Chronicle tells the story of a Prinoston pro.
fessor and a physieian of this city, who a few
years ago attended the Metropolitan Metho-
dies Epiecopal OChurch in Washington. The
President, General Grant, was there. The
germon was & very fine one, but was stolen.
Both the professor and the dootor remembered
it, and the following day prooured the volume
in whioh it was published,

A distipguished Methodiet dootor of
divinity, formerly of this oity, afterward a
college president, was travelling for part of
aday in company with one of our prominent
oity pastors who wason his way to preach in
Western New York. Learning his errand,
the Methodist dootor inquired about his
sermon, as was nataral. The text, subjeot,
plan and illustrations were all gone over.
Judge of the surprise of the Baptist pastor
to see & report of his own sermon the
following Monday, as delivered by the
Methodiet. It should Le setated that the
reporter asked to see the preacher's mann-
soript after the servioe, and was refased.
The preacher even tried to dissuade the
reporter from printing it, but he thought he
had a good thing and declined. The author
of the sermon had never preached it to his
own people and he never preached it sinoe,
lest he should be thought the plagiarist.

The Rev. James Parsons, of New England,
was the Joseph Parker of his day—i. e., was
robbed or borrowed from more than any one.
But Parker, brilliant as he is, Is but a ohild
compared with Parsons, who ranked with
Hall and Chalmers, among the greatest of
pulpit orators.

Bad and siokening as it is to contemplate
meanness and dithoneety in men who profess
g0 much, it has its comis side. Two famous
London preachers were engaged some years
ago to preach the dedication sermons in a
new church in the north of Eogland. The
preacher in the morning had a noble theme,
treating it in a masterly way, and the dis-
course was ‘delivered most effectively. To-
ward evenicg the other preacher arrived, and
soon entered the orowded ohapesl. He
ascended the pulpit and took the eame text,
‘ Glorious things are spoken of Thee,” and
preashod the very same sermon, word for
word, that had been delivered in the morn-
ing. The friends of each charged the other
with ' borrowing.” They wereboth thieves.
The sermon was one by Parsons,and had been
published twenty years before.

Oaleb Morrie, a famons London preacher,

was olten robbed of his sermons. In company
with a olerical friend he attended a ochapel at
a watering place, and the pastor, a young
man, preached, At the conelusion the friend
said to Morris, * Extraordinary sermon, quite
wonderfal.,” * Think so!” was the reply;
 yon know whose it is, of course?” * His
own, I hope.” ‘' No, mine.” * Dreadfal
but he is young, let us warn and save him.'
To the vesiry they went. The young man
was penitent—everybody found out is peni.
tent—and confessed. When Morris elaimed
the sermon the preacher was indignant and
broke out: "I knew you were coming here
this morning and I dstermined to give yon
something good, se I preached a sermon by
the Preeident of our Oollege, Dr. ——." The
sermon was Morria’, and the preacher had
robbed a thiel,
The most singular case is conneoted with
Parsons' sermon from ‘' There shall be no
night there,” preached forty years sgo, and
printed in ** The Palpit,” vol. xxx., 1837. It
any one will examine the volume of ** The
Pulpit " for 1869 —No. 2,873 —he will fiod the
very same sermon, word for word, from the
same text, and oontributed by a well-known
English preacher as his own. He had pur
loined it years before, and an abnormal
memory for forgetting, forgot he had stolen
it, and alas, forgot he had stolen it from
‘“ The Palpit,” and there he is impaled. He
has wisely kept silent, offering no explana-
tions, saying nothing, for he had nothing to
HAY. :

CRIME IN ENGLAND,

Starillng Record of Herrors iu the
Meoiher Uonniry,

The Londoa correspondent of the New
York T'imes, under date Jan, 16, gives a
startling pioture of erime in the Mother
Country. Oaly recently, he relates, a
coroner publicly declared that ohild-murder
is & common orime In Eogland ; that scores
of babies are pul out of the way without
enquiry, that ‘‘overlying infants in bed"
is frequently murder, that many children
are siarved to death, and many more
fatally dosed by so called ** remedies” for
infantlle complaints. Before this officer of
the Urown made that statement we had
already had some terrible examples of the
horrors of baby-farming, and eoon afterward
there was brought to light one of the moast
painfal revelations in the history of orime,
A husband and wife, comparatively young in
years, kept a ohildren’s home, They were in
the habis of deliberately and slowly murdering
their little charges by starvation., There was
reason to suspeot that in some cases they
thus tortured infants to death for ‘*a con.
sideration,” Eventually the gallows was fed
with the oaroases of these two professional
murderers, but the Queen's officer previously
quoted still ineiete that there are soores of
undisoovered child murderers, and therefore
we have in our midat soores of undiscovered
muorderers. *'In London, I oan myselt
recall, within the last dozen years, hall a
dozen notorious tragedies whioh still remain
dark mysteries, and in whioh the chiet actors,
cruel and deliberato aseassins, are at large.
It is in evidenoce that malefactors sometimes
suffer mental tortures. Reocently a murderer
oame baock to the suburbs of the metropolis
and gave himsell up for a orime he had ocom-
mitted twenty years ago, He had been all
over the world duriog that time, but eould
rest nowhere. A few months ago he was tried,
found guilty and sentenced to be hanged, but
meroifully reprieved, that he might be gent
into penal servitude for life, Every now
and then some poor mutilated body is found
in & oellar, or floating abount rivers in pieces,
aud there the ghastly business stops. The
Eunston Bquare murder has to bs added to
the list ot undiecovered orimes, though, on
the other hand, we did sucosed in bringing
home to Kate Webster the awful murder of
her mistress, whom she assassinated, boiled,
out up, and distributed piccemeal in the
Thames and on a manure heap. A Btafford. H
shire coroner has publicly declared within the
past few months that he believes many persons
who are supposed to have emigrated to other
countries are Jying murdered at the bottoms
of unused coal pits. It is possible that this
may be an exaggeration, though no man in
England had such opportunities of becoming
acquainted with crimes against the person as
a coroner. A mediocal expert told me recently
that deaths by poison are commoner than we
think., Boores of cases where there is reason
for suspioion are passed over becaunse medioal
men and nurses are afraid of making oharges
they may be unable to fally substantiate.
Oertifioates of deaths are often given care-
leesly by second-rate praoctitioners.”

ROUGH WEATHER OFF THE COAST.

Hawrix, N. B., Feb. 2.—The snow storm
abated abous three o'olcok a, m., and then
olear weather set in with biting ocold.

steam:r was  pignalled from  the
east shorlly afier six o'clock, whioch
proved to be the George BShattuck,

from Bt, Pierrs ; at nine o'clock another signal
went up for a steamer esst, and at filteen
minutes to eleven o'clook three guns were
fired from the Uitadel Hill, whioh announe:d
that the look-out party as Camperdown had
made out the steamer %0 be the
Sarmatiap, and that ehe was some
four miles from the ocoast, in
obarge of a pilot.

lowered from the Citadel flagstaff and the
royal etanderd floated in its place, while the
signal'sstafls were handsomely dressed with
bunting, At twelve o'clock the Sarmatian
dropped anohor cff the Ordnansce yard
accompanied by the commisearias transport
Lily, in which His Exoellency the Governor-
General had steamed to the mouth of the
harbor to meet his royal wife. The
guard of honor from the 63rd Hali.
fax Volunteer Rifle Battalion,under command
of Qaptain M., J. Power, had taken up their
position in the yard, but she guard ot honor
irom the 97th Regiment were late in arriving,
Her Royal Highness having lsnded and was
comfortably seated- in the sleigh whin they
came along. The landing stand was neatly
decorated with flags and bunting, and as
Her Royal Highness stepped from the
Lily on to the landing stand a ringing
oheer rose from the people - on the
wharf, while a royal esalute thundered
forth from the Oitadel. The Princess was
received by His Honor the Lieut. Governor,
Lady Macdougall, Ool, Drayson and His
Worship the Mayor. SBhe wore a fur oap and
silk jacket lined with far, Her faos was
covered by a white veil. She looked in good
health, but a litile pale, doubtless the result
of sea-sickness cansed by the rough weather
experienced off the coass.

After the Princess and His Exosllenoy were
seated Her Royal Highness invited Governor
Arohibald to take a seat in their sleigh.
